Right Hon. Joe Clark (Secretary of State for External
Affairs): Mr. Speaker, there have been extensive consul-
tations, carried out principaily by the memiber for Scar-
borougli Centre, and I think you would find there is
unanimous agreement in the House to adopt, without
debate, the following resolution which I would propose
to move, seconded by my colleagues from Parkdale-
High Park and Winnipeg franscona:

That this House condemns the brutal and unacceptable Soviet
crackdown in Lithuania, and oeils upon President Gorbatchev and
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
