date is to undergo, and issue the diploma to which he 
may be entitled after all conditions are complied with.

In all such cases an examination both written and 
oral shall be taken in French, and the candidate must 
show at least such efficiency as is expected of the grad­
uates of the intermediate class of the School for Teach­
ers. The examination shall be given by the Supervisor 
of French Teaching at such time and place as may be 
determined by the Central Board.

39 The Secretary of the Central Board of Examiners 
shall cause to be provided when necessary (a) a suitable 
room in which to conduct the examination, (t>) a supply 
of stationery, and (c) the required number of examina­
tion papers.

ANNUAL SESSIONS OF THE SCHOOL FOR TEACHERS

40 The annual sessions of the School shall begin on 
the first Wednesday after Labor Day of each year and 
end in the month of June.

41 The course of study in the School for Teachers 
shall be drawn up by the Dean of the School in confer­
ence with the Teachers’ Training Committee, and be 
submitted from time to time to the Protestant Com­
mittee of the Council of Education for approval.

42 The practice schools for teachers in training shall 
conform as closely as possible to the authorized courses 
of study.
