It was further stated that the system 
which has just been put nto force is 
doing away with a great deal of con- 

j fusion which has hitherto been ex- 
I pe.rienced around the desk, at wh ch 

members of the University Book Club,
! professors, senior students and the 
general public are served. Here too 
the mail must be sorted out and 
general routine attended to so that 
n the past, the additional trouble of 

looking after the readings for 
first year was an exceedingly heavy 
task.

When the course was first inaugu­
rated books xvere placed in the shelves 
around the reading room, but 
year students

first
experienced a great 

deal of difficulty in finding the works 
they desired s nee in many instances 
the title of the book did not indicate 
its contents. Books were, also, fre­
quently put back in the xxTong place
end x'aluable tomes often d sappeared.

It was then decided to have the z 
volumes placed behind the desk. 
This saxv the beginning of the system 
xvhich xvas carried through unt 1 the
recent change wen t into effect, 
had been hoped to have all the re­
ference books

placed In that room 
xvhich is at present reserved for the 
faculty, but on account of the. neces­
sary addit ons to the staff of the 
library that th s would hax-e entailed, 
the finance committee was unable to 
favor this project.
