General ﬁa&cliffe Says De-|

cision Will Not Come
in Month.

" LAST MEN WILL TELL
British Line in North, About
“Ypres, Remains All/

Right. ‘

London, April 26—~The importance
of every allied country egngaged in the
war of getting every possible man  into
position to support the bagtlefront was
emphasized by General Delma Rad-
cliffe, chief director of military opera-
tions, at the war office today, in His
first interview with newspaper men
since he took over the position for-
merly held by Major-General ¥. B.
Maurice.

“The Germans are going on with
this hammering process,” he said,
“and we have got to ‘'make up our
minds that it is not this week, or next
week, or next month, that this fight
is coming to a decigion. We are going
ta fight the whole summer, and in the
end it is a question of who holds the
last reserves.

“Ragerves on the west front are
now, I am happy to Say, in the hands
of one command, namely, in the hands
of the commander-in-chief of the al-
lied armies in France, General ¥oan,
in whom everybody in both armies has
complete confidence, He has s0 far
employed only a small proportion of
his reserves, and that is a good au-
ury for the future.

s Men to Tell in End.

“1 want to emphasize the fact that
this is a long drawn out test of en-
durance—endurance of nations, That
is why it is so imperative for this
country and all countriés which are
engaged to get hold of every man
they possibly can to support the bat-
tlefront, What is going to tell in the
end is men.”

. In summing up the battle situation,
Gen, Radcliffe said:~

“As regards a few days preceding
April 23, the German activities were
devoted chiefly- to the Lys sector be-
tween Olvenchy and Merville. All
the details have been pub.ished and
the net result was highly satisfactory
for us, The Germans put in a lot of
troops, suffered heavy losses and
gained absolutely nothing.

“Around Givenchy, particularly, the
result was very sgatisfactory. Some
important positions changed hands
and were finally left in our posses-
sion, Further north, east of Robecqy,
we gained quite a little ground and
took a considerable number of pri-
poners. All of it was good—balance
of losses and wear and tear were
decidedly against the Germans and
that is what we want.

Mbore Serious Attack.

“On the morning of April
enemy began a more serious effort
opposite Amiens, and' yesterday he
started a heavy attack on the Kem-
mel front. The enemy has made con-
siderable progress. The latest infor-
mation is still incomplete, but there
is no doubt that the Germans suc-
ceeded in occupying Kemmel hill, a
sector fnvolving both French and
British troops.

Offensive Has Had a Depressing
Effectin Ngutml Countries.

Washington, April 26, — The
German offensive has had a de-
pressing effect on /the value of
the mark in nettral countries.
An official despatch from France
today says that in Holland and
Switzerland the mark, ofter
having been slightly higher, Las
fallen and has reached a point
below that which it held at the
beginning of the offensive,
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gained about 2,000 yards on a front
of about 1,200 yards. gain is not
large, but involves wvery important
ground, and there is no fuestion but
that it is a very serious loss.

“There is nothing decisive about the
loss of Kemmel hill, but it's a most
important tactical feature. It s an
observation point for all ground to
the north, but it remains to be seen
whether it will remain in the enemy’s
hands. Our line to the north is all
right. Kemmel hill is an ‘isolated
height covered with woods whicn
stand rather out in front and apart
from that range of hills which Gen-
eral Maurice has referred to as* the
backbone of the position. ¢

“The situation around Kemmel Hill
is not yet claured up and we shall have
more informat.on this evening.

‘Satisfactory in South,

“%“On the south the situation at Vil-
lers-Bretonnsux fs very satisfactory,
We have taken back all we lost and
with tire village we have taken many
prisoners and inflicted heavy losses,
Villers-Bretonneux is-a most lrport-
ant tactical point atop a plateay. from
which one may look down the western
slopes towards Amjens.

“Looking at these two attacks we
éee one thing. In each the enemy
has #ruck at the junction of the
French wnd British armies, As you
know, that must always be a weak
spit., With the best possible arrange-
ment gand with the best understand-
ing #t must always be difficult to ar-
range for immediate support, both by
artilery and resrves, when two dif-
ferent commands are involved. These
Gifficulties naturally are increamed
vhen you have two nationalties, and
altho we and the French have bheen
fighting alongside each other for three
ard a half years and have absolute

fidenze , An each other. yet we
must always expect the CGermans to
try to find a joint In the harness.

To Wear Out British.

“Speaking generally as regards the
German policy as evidenced in tie
events of the past few days, there ik

nothing to alter the view that Uen,

Maurice put before you-~that it {4 the
German intention to wear out the
British army. ‘'He ‘has been unable
1o break it or divide the Britisn and
the French.

“There is no reason to doubt that
a big offensive on a far greater sciie
than ever is still to be expected be-
tween Arras and Amiens, with .ie
okject of driving in and separating
the British and Frénch. So far the
whole German %uccess is merely tac-
tical. He has won ground and take1i
positions and guns and {8 hammering
the British army wherever possilya,
This object has been countered by
the action of the allied commander-
in-chief: in sending French (riops to
the north front, making it mose dif-
ficult for the Germans 10 contin.e the
game of fighting the British alone.”

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

The chief events in the two battle-
fields of northern France and Belgium
yesterday were the maintenance of the
German hold on Moant Kemmel in the
extreme north and the success of al-
lted counter-atiacks im recovering lost
ground fn the exireme south hotween
Villers-Bretonneux and the Elver Luce.
The allies, however, are organizing
counter-attack sagainst Kemmel, for it
gives the enemy wide observation, but
ctherwis: it is of minor importance,
"the occupation of this position is of
about the same value to the enemy az
the oceupation of Fort Douavmont be-
fere Verdun in the battie of two years
ago. It ausists him in the keeping up
of his actacks, The cnemy penetra-
tion at Kemmel is on a narrow fiont
of about two-thirds of a mile. North
of Dranoutre the batltle was con-
tinu'.ng heavily and intensely last night
as for as the Ypres-Comines canal, a
narrow front., 7he enemy tactic is
the atterapted forcing of the evacua~
tion of Ypres and its sallent,
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A study of ¥ield Marshal Haig’'s bul-
fetin of last night makes it clear that
the real allied counter-attacks against
Mount Kemmel have not yet begun. A
counter-attack began with allied local
troops, however, and it .made some
progress at first, but the immense
weight of Germans in.a second assault
bore back the British and French nn]-i
diers as on the crest of a wave. The!
British have identified no fewer than
nine German divisions ag emploved in|
the attacks against this” narrow gec-|
tor, It will require a considerable
force of allied troops to regain the lest
ground here. The British reserves are
probably a day’s march in the rear, |
and tie real counter-blow can hardly
have developed before some time this
morning. The enemy pressed his at- |
tacks all yesterday from Locre to la
Clytte. The alilies held these attacks |
at L& Clytte and Scherpenburg near- |
by, but the enemy pushell back the |
allles a little at Locre, and he also |
made a slight gain astride the Ypres- |
Comines Canal.

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Géneral Foch has made a redistri-

bution of the allles’ forces so that
the battle will not fa'l entirely upon
the British army, He has mixed
I'rench troops with British troops, so
that the soldiers of the two allies will
come thru the flery trial together,
Aitho Von Ludendorff has abandoned
shock tactics in some sections, In
others he has not done wmo
and s still throwing vast forces
into  the ° fighting for partieular
points. The allied defense is rapidly
eating up his remaining reserves. He
has already used more than 130 divi-
sions, about 30 of these twice, and he
has 70 fresh divisions remaining, but
part of these cannot be sent into of-
fensive battle. They are fit only for
suarding trenches. Thus he is rapid-
ly approaching a crisis in his imme.-
diately available man-power and after
that, if tke allies hold on, his striking
power will decline. The British and
the French, however, before that
weakness sets in, will probably have
tq sustain_ the most powerful enemy;
blow yet delivered. It would be pre-
mature to say that the crisis in the
present campaign is past,
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General Foch has hardly v

upon the allied strategic rzsgr:-te.d;‘:wi:
savine that for the future, The allios
are still employing much inferior num-
bers in the defence. They also make
their counter-attacks with much fow-
er men than the enemy has on the de-
fence. This was seen at Villers-Bre-
tonneux. The Englishmen and Aus-
t.ranam who charged back at that vil-
iage met sand overcame four umes
their nymber of Germans. One weak-
ness of the enemy tactics is that to
achieve gains he has to send his forces
forward aunost without arms beyond
their rifles and bayonets. In conse-
quence, when the allies counter-attack
bombs they usually give

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Canadians Are Keeping Germans
Busy All Along Their

STOLE MACHINE GUN

Daring Sergeant Found Thirteen
Germans Asleep, and Took
Their Weapon.

. By W. A, Willison. !
“Canadian Arpfy Headquatrters in
the Field, April 26~~Carrying out a
deliberate policy of harassing and
worrying the enemy, the Canadians,
all along their front, are raiding the
Boche lines persistently. Not a night
passes without one or two or three
raids, some of them of a minor na-
ture against hostile posts, others in
strength, penetrating the enemy’s
front line and support areas, Our
domination of No Man's Land has
never been more complete nor have
we ever conducted such constant op-
erations of an aggressive character,
with less cost to ourselves,

One batidlion has raided the enemy
five times in the past week without
suffering a single casualty, A ser-
geant in another regiment, working
his way alone to the enemy lines,
found 13 Boches asleep beside a ma-
chine gun, and creeping into the
post, captured the gun, returned with
it to our lines and organized an o!-
fensive party which went back to
get some of -the Boches, But the
garrison had wakened in the mean-
time, and had been reinforced, with
the result that the post was held in
too great strength for successful at-

Killed Mac¢hine Gun Crew.

In another daring incursion into the
enemy lines, which netted us another
machine gun, - a lleutenant and five.
other ranks, despite the presence in.
the, near distance of a large hostile
working party, crept along an enemy
trench until they met a hostile ma-
chine 'gun crew., Killing the crew,
they returned with the’gun and got
back to our lines before the enemy
working party could organize an at-
tack. In the same manner another
Heutenant and !six men charged a
large working party with the bayo-

net, drove off the enemy in confusion, |

and then withdrew with only three
slight - casualties, all ‘sustained from
machine gun firing during the with-
drawal,

hese incidents give some indica-
ton of the fighting temper of our
men. Their superiority over the ene-
my is further proved by the complete
failure in the past four days of three
hostile raids. In no case did the ene-
my penetrate our wite, much less
reach our trenches.

Artillery Active,

While our infantry hus been worry-
ing the enemy so constantly and s5
successfully, securing idenudfications,
bombing Adugouts, jushing posts and
penetrating the oprosing lines, our ar-
tillery has been very ackive rot only
in supporting ralds with intensive, har-
tage fire Lut (n harassing the enemy.
Again this morning hostils batterios
were subjected to a protracted gas
bomberdmeat, and nightly extensive
harassing fire programs are carried
out against the enemy front line sup-
ports, assembly areas, communica-
tions and strong ponts, Equal activity
is maintained by our trench mortars,
machine guns and stokes.

With raids, gas, bullets and .sheélls
the enerny opposite the Caanadians is
enduring constant hostile . activity,
which must confuse lis mov is,
demoralize his men and lower the
general morale of his ‘orces.

Preparations for Mother's Day.

In the midst of such war activity
comprehensive preparations are being
made to have Mother's Day, May 12,
obgerved thruout the corps. The chap-
lains are giving special addresses at
parade services, voluntary mid-week
and Sunday evening meetings, while
the religious work committee of the
Canadian YM.C.A. is conducting a
movement aimed at having every man
write home to his mother on that day.
The association is to supply specially
printed envelopes to the men and fis
posting up large cards in the canteen
huts, calling attention to the day. Bul-
letins are also being shown at all its
cinemas, urging the men to write
home, and special cards -are being
printed, with a message 0 Canadian
mothers. It is hoped that the mothers
will write to their sons in France on
the same day.
