Robert A. Jaffray, Home on

Leave, Says International |

Board is Needed, -

Rev. Robert A. Jaffray, son of the
late Senator Robert Jaffray, and
brother of the chief shareholder of
The Globe, who has spent 25 years in
the missionary field in South China, is
at present on a visit to his brother in
Toronto.

Speaking to The World on the Chi-
nese attitude towards the international

 situation, Rev. Mr. Jaffray said he
was a fellow traveler on the same
steamer with the Chinese delegate to
the ‘peace conference. The delegate
had accepted credentials from the
Canton government, and had - been
tendered the representation of the
Peking government. In the course of an
interesting conversation, Rev. Mr, Jaf-
fray had expressed the opinion that
it would be good policy for China to
accept an international commission in
which Japan would be represented, to
undertake the opening up to world
tfrade of China’s resources and possi-
bilities. The delegate replied that such
a position would be a humiliating one
for China to occupy in the new era
upon which the world must now en-
ier, but Mr. Jaffray, with occidental
frankness, urged that if left to her
own' initiative China would be prac-
tically in the position she occupies to-
day one hundred years hence, and
that this is an impossible position for
g0 large a division of the human race.

““Mr. Jaffray further said that-if the.
economic development of China did
not come under an international board,
the inroads upon her rights and com-
merce by the Japanese could not be
resisted, and in a few years the posi-

{lon would. be much more humiliating

than anything that ‘an international
commission could imply. Besides the
international] commission would be for
a time only, until China had compos-
ed her internal questions and was
able to assume capable direction of
hér own destiny and development.

“I do not know, of course,” said Mr.
Jaffray to The World, “whether the
delegate will act upon my advise, but
it represents my views upon existing
conditions -in the 'orient.

Ask Weekly Wage.

Largely attended, the meeting of the
Toronto  local of the International
Union of Garment Workers, held yes-
terday at the Labor - Temple, voted
unanimously to demand thatall cloth-
ing manufacturers substitute a weekly
wage system for the present system
of piece work. There are 1.600 men
and women in the Toronto local. S.
Koldovsky, vice-president of the
union, stated to the press yesterday
that the demands of the union would
include a weekly wage of $35 for
cloak and dress makers, $44 a week
for skirtmakers, $36 a week for
sample-makers, and- $40 a week for
operators. The manufacturers are
asked also to guarantee work eight
months every ‘year. The lowest figure
demanded is $23 for tailors, and the
highest, $40 for operators. Operators
in New York are demanding $50 a
week., and $47 a week is the demand
of cloak and dress and skirtmakers
as against $35 demanded bty Toronto
garment workers. The union also de-
mands a 44-hour week. Mr. Xoldov-
sky made the statement that manu-
facturers in Canada were known to
give out work to be done at home
on Sundays and late at night. The
union will present its demamds upon
the Canadian manufacturers simul-
taneously with those presented by the
New York garment workers, June 1,

Street Railway Meih Want More.

Toronto street railway men, at a
mass meeting held on Saturday even-
ing at the Labor Temple, decided to
demand both a flat rate of 55 cents
an hour and aneight-hour day from
the Toronto Street. Railway. The
schedule also provides that 75 per
cent. of the runs shall be made on
straight time and that the eight-hour
shift shall not be extended in toto
beyond a 12-hour limit. The proposed
65 cents an hour is 16 cents more
than the present maximum, 39 cents
given by the company.

Printers to Make Demands,

Printers in Toronto are presenting a
schedlule including a large increase in
wages and a decrease in the working
day, already an eight-hour day.

Well-Known Divine. Speaks to
Large Gathering of Men
in Massey Hall.

A fare-
well banquet was held at the church on
Saturday, at which the speakers spoke
in the highest praise of Mr. Nayior's
work, and the guests unanimously ex-
pressed a determination to fight the mat-
ter to a finish., The morning service
Yesterday was conducred by a student of
Wycliffe, of which college Mr. Naylor
himself is a graduate, and ‘the people's
warden, A, Morris, officiated in the even-
irg. When asked fi . statement re:
garding the removay’of Mr. Naylor, Bish-
op Sweeny refuséd to make any ex-
planation.

night, Mr. Morris said: “We will not

Since that
work would not allow of his taking pro-
per care of his own congregation, he was
obliged to decline, Finally, following an
application from the' wardens .that the

separate parish, the rector of St. John’s
called a vestry meeting and publicly
charged Mr. Naylor with disloyalty and
failure {o obey orders. Accused asked
permission to answer charges, but when
he arrived at the point where he could
prove himself right, the rector closed the
meeting.

Immediately after the vestry meeting,
accuser and accused were closeted in the
vestry for over an hour, and when Mr,
Naylor reappeared he told the wardens
that he wished to leave, - It was found
out later that he took that course in
order to save his church. His resigna-
tion,{ however, was not accepted by the
congregation, but he was later compelled
to leave his charge.
