One is a- magnificent harbor of
14 feet of water, puilt by th> town at
an expense of $400,000, Also to Rice Lake
there is a natural ravine most of the
thirteen miles, with a 66-foot cutting ol
one short stretch of less than two
miles. The average cut is 35 feet.
standing on this height of land, one
can lock morth into Rice Lake and
south into Lake Ontario. If the level
of Rice Lake is raised five feet, a3 has
peen suggested, the cutting will be only
61 feet to pring the highest point of
land down to the level of Rice Lake.
The cutting will be thru soft earth,
whereas if the Trenton route is follow-
