Buffalo, N.Y., Nov. 13.—In the United 

States Court to-day, the chief event of In­
terest was the Lasar case. Max Lasar was 
accused of having made a bride and bride­
groom on their wedding trip the Innocent 
means of smuggling dUmonds across the 
Canadian border Into tills country at Nia­
gara Falls on June 13. /The bride and bride­
groom, who were arrested In connection 
with the affair, are Mr. and Mrs. V. A.
