He Can Requisition Output of
Any Factory and Fix

Prices. |

London, June 29.—The Officlal Ga-
zette tonight published an order-in-
council conferring upon Baron Rhond-
da, the food controller, identical powers
under the Defence of the Realm Act
with those already possessed by the
admiraity and army council and the
ministry of munitions for requisition-
ing supplies and controlling prices.

Baron/Rhondda will now be able to
requisition the whole or part of the
output of any factory, paying rprices
therefor based on the cost of produc-
tion with the addition of a reasouablé
pre-war rate of profit, regardless of
the prices ruling in the open market.

“While we should not be 4oo opti-
mistic regarding the food situation, for
we cannot tell what the morrow will
bring forth, there is no fear at prassent
that the Germans will force England
to adopt compulsory rationing hecause
of their submarine campaign,” said
Baron Rhondda, the food controller, to
the American correspondents today.

British Headquarters in France,
June 29~Under cover of an immense
artillery action, which stretched from
the north of Lens to the north bank
of the River Scarpe, the British suc-
cessfully carried out Jast night sev-
eral operations against the German
lines and positions comprised within
what may be termed the Arras battle
front.

Both north and southeast of Lens
there was good hard fighting, and'
the Germasn situation within the great
French mining city was made much
more precarious. Further south, at!
Oppy, the British took more than a
mile of German trenches, and are
once ghore at the very edgé of the
Oppy wood, in which can still be seen
the remains of the ghostly white cha-~
teau, roofless and windowless, but still
affording cover for innumerable enemy |
machine guns.

In the Oppy advancde the British
were opposed by soldiers of the Fifth
Bavarian Division, and found them |
full of fight, altho 250 of them event-
wally were taken prisoner. To the
north of Lens, however, the German
morale did not seem so0 high, for near
the famous Hill 65 the Germans fled
as soon as the British barrage shut
down. Scores were killed in,flight.
