“We
see certain characteristics every day
which proclaim this country is be-
coming too American, America is the
birthplace of freak religions, of easy
divoree, of the yellow press, and
worse than all, the coercion of the
public by a highly organized min-
ority. Prohibition was the resul*
of the efforts of this minority, What
's needed in this country is more
‘Rule Britannia’ and less  ‘Yankee
Doodle,’ ” he declared.

Need True Democracy.

“Prohibition is contrary to all
British traditions,”. Mr. Wood con-
tinued. “In the building of a nation,
what is needed is. true democracy,
which means real personal liberty, By
that I do not mean wholesale licence,
but the right of-the individual to de-
termine for himself what 'he shall do,
as long as it does not interefere with
his fellowmen. To maintain law and
order, which are the backbone of a
natlon, it is necessary that the laws
be respected. But when a law is
placed on the statutes that a great
majority of the people break without
any qualms of conscience then it is
evident that the country is drifting

On Wednesday, Manch 2, at 10 am.,
a special meeting of the railway com-
missioners for Canada will be held at
the Unlon Station building, Ottawa,/
for the purpose of hearing applleation
of the Railway Association of Canada
for the granting of surcharges on in-
ternational passenger traffic, based
upon the following principles:

1. From all Canadian points along
the international boundary line, one
hundred per cent. of the rate of ex-
change determined along the line
adopted in the freight case.

2. A surcharge of seventy-five per
cent. of the rate of exchange from
points within about fifty to sixty miles
from the boundary.

3. A surcharge of fifty per cent. of
the rate of exchange fr pointa with-
in about eighty to ni m. om
the boundary. :

4. A surcharge of twW®hty-five per
cent. from all other points,

5. No surcharge will be made on
tickets via direct route to United
States border points,
