Fischer is described as“an ‘‘excellent
worker, never giving' cause for com-
plaint, and a good mixer.”

This, and a mark on
the Thorse’s shoes, furnished the
only clues to its. identity.

HE WAS A VICTIM

Federal Ex-M.P.”'Gives éome
Details of Wire Tapping
_ - Scheme.

Montreal, Sept. 17. — Arthur Ecre-
ment; ex-member of parliament, and
notary, charged with conspiracy to de-
traud Michael Connolly of this city of
$125,000 in a Buffalo betting and wire-
tapping scheme, took the witness stand
in his own defence this afternoon. He
was the first and. dnly witness for the
defence, and went into the box when
Judge ‘DeCarrie dismissed the motion
for non-suit made in his behalf.

Ecrement was examined by, his coun-
sel for about half an hour, and was
cross-examined by the crown prosecu-

ment ‘verified the evidence given by
Conneolly, but in one or two of the
essential points and on various’ minor.
matters his story differed from that
of Connolly.

Ecrement went . into details of the
betting scheme, by means of which and
by betting on horses that had already
won, he and Connolly made a net profit
of $2200 each in three days in Buffalo.

He stated that Connolly had taken
the name of a horse over the tele-
phone, had bet $56,000 on it, and had
lost thru betting it to win, and not as
advised, to show. After this he bet
twice a sum of $75,000, winning each
time, but was unable to cash; the first
time, as his chéque was questioned,
and the second time as the Dbetting
place was raided.

Summing up this evidence, the
crown prosecutor suggested that Ecre-
ment was a victim of the wire-tapping
scheme as much as Connolly, to which
suggestion Ecréement agreed.

This ended the evidence, and the
crown prosecutor said he would put in
counter proof on Monday, to which date
the trial adjourned.
