New York, Jan. 2—A Herald cable from London says:—

The Admiralty up to a fate hour had not given the locality of the disastes
to the battleship Formidable, For the last week the British fleet has been in-
creasingly active in shelling the German shore positiong from Westende north
to Zeebrugge, The laiter town particularly has

| the inner basin between the sea and the canal gateS.

While England realizes such losses as that of the Formidable are inevis-
ably the accompaniment of the kind of naval warfare the fleet is facing, the
