Says Sound Waves May Be
Used To Extinguish Fires

BOSTON, Nov. 18 — The use of
sound waves as fireextinguishers and a
weapon in warfare was called a possi-
bility by Howard Coonley, civilian
director for the Chemical Warfare Ser-
vice in the New England district in an
address delivered at the Women’s Re-
publican Club of Massachusetts.

“It is possible in time that the tone
.wave of every bmilding in a great city
could be ascertained and at a central
fire station a tuming fork would be set
up,” Mr. Coonley said. “In case of fire
the tuning fork would be vibrated and

in a few minutes the fire would be ex-
tinguished.

“That sounds extravagant, but many
of you will live to see it done.”

Experiments, he said, had already
been conducted on his own house. The
reason why the vibrations would not
shake the house into a mass of ruins
was that the adjustment would be just
enough out of tune. *

Chemical warfare he called humane
