For the transatlantic mails, compris-
ing about 2,800,000 pounds of letters
and 80,000,000 pounds of other’articles
during the year, the Government paid
$3,852,000, of which $2,084,000 was to
American ships and $1,268,000 was to
foreign ships.

For the transpacific service, compris-
ing 570,000 pounds of letters and 11,-
000,000 pounds of other articles, $938,-
000 was paid, of which $775,000 was to

AGAINST DRY LAW

Washington, Nov. 22, — Statistics
issued today by the Census Bureau
showing increases in the number of
prisoners in United States state and
federal institutions since the “wet”
year, 1917, reveal that the Eighteenth
Amendment and the Volstead Act have
not been deterrents to crime, so W. H.
Stayton, founder and head of the asso-
ciation agninst the prohibition amend-
ment, declared today.

Information gathered by his associa-
tlon, he added, “proved conclusively
that the crime increase noted in the
government report is attributable to
the drastic prohibition legislation
through demonstrated fact that the
largest percentage of increases .aré
directly due to arrests and sentences
for causes arising from the use of in-
toxicants, with the main increase oc-
curring in tne so-cailed prohibition
period of 1920 to 1922.”

Convictions under the federal prohi-
bition laws, Mr. Stayton declared, “are
known to be not only widespread but
to be increasing at a progresSinY'
alarming rate.” s

The statistics, he said, answer “both
the stock argument of the Anti-Saloon
I.eague” that prohibition would “empty
the jails” and its later challenge of the
“gignificance of the figures adduced by
out association” in 1921, comparing
crime data for that and the previous
years.
