‘Early Jubilation of Germans
Over Plebiscite, is Lessened.

Warsaw, March 22—Optimistic news
from the plebiscite districts in Upper
*#nh last.night was, rece:;ad by cheer-
-ifig thouses : +in .eu open alr

The celebrators improvised an altar
at which prayers were offered for the
territory they believed had been regained
for Poland after a separation of more
than 600 years. ;

The meeting was called by enthusiasts
among the population, despite the fact
that the late tditions of the newspapers
<howed the returns were unofficial
and incomplete. The meeting was at-
tended by members of the government
and representatives of the Diet, the army
and the elergy. .

The plebiscite news caused the biggest
jump in months for the Polish mark,
the quotations moving from 860 to 650
for the dollar.

Returns from Sunday’s plebiscite in
Upper Silesia, received Monday from
German sources, indicated a vote for the
whole territory on a scale of about 8 to'
2 in favor of Germany.. These advices
were born out in large measure by
returns through London Monday night,
which reported ‘the Upper Silesian vote
generally in favor of Germany, but that
sections -of the territory, notably the
southern section and to the east and
south of the line running from Rosen-
berg to Krappitz had voted in favor of
Poland.

The latest German advices indicated
a lessening of the feeling of jubilation
reported throughout Germany a lesser
degree of German preponderance than
was expected being shown. It has been
pointed out by the Berlin press, like-
wise, that under the treaty the Entente
has the power to take into consideration
the voting by communes and! the econ-
omic relations of the various sections,
esome of which it was felt, might be
awarded to Poland, notably certain re-
gions which are regarded as highly im-
portant to German industry. -
