No Decision Yet as to Where

Naval Conference 
of Empire

%(Special to The Times.)
Fredericton, March 23. — Premier 

Veniot has filled Wednesday, March 
27, as the date on which delegations 
representing the citizens of several 
towns in the northern part of the 
Province are to meet the Government 
to discuss the Grand Fails hydro-elec­
tric power development situation. Ed­
mundston, St. Leonards, Grand Falls, 
Campbellton and possibly other towns 
will be represented.

Within the last few months several 
Boards of Trade and Town Councils 
have, passed resolutions protesting 
against extension, of the franchise of 
the International Pulp and Paper Com­
pany, a private, corporation which at 
present holds the rights for the devel­
opment of power at the falls, Hon. J. 
E. Michaud, minister without portfolio, 
said this morning. The resolutions also 
asked that, if possible, the Government 
itself undertake the development of the 
power. >
No Franchise Renewal.

Since that time Premier Veniot has 
announced that the Provincial Govern- 
ment would not renew the franchise of 
the private company which expires on 
May 1. At the same time as he made 
this announcement to the Legislature 
he said that the Government would 
haye an investigation into the cost of 
the development and the possibility of 
getting tl# practical assurance of a 
market that would justify the Govern­
ment undertaking the enterprise. If 
thesb investigations were sufficiently re- 
assuring, the probability was that the 
work would tie undertaken. As a re­
sult of its enquiries regarding possible 
markets, Mr. Michaud said that the 
New Brunswick Electric Power Com­
mission had reported that about 25,- 
000 horsepower could be disposed of 
immediately, the town of Edmundston 
alone having agreed to take 5,000 
horsepower. _____
