MUMMY WILL BE PUT ON
EXHIBITION IN HALIFAX

An Inca Boy of 2000 Years Ago—-A
Lost Art of Reducing Size of Body
Alter Death

New York, Dec. 15—T. G. Taylbor, of
Halifax, N. S, and Chile was an invol-
untary exhibitor in his room- at the
Breslin yesterday, to an almost continu-
ous stream of friends, reporters and cur-
ious strangers, who had heard that he
had in his possession an Inca mummy,
probably 2,000 years ‘old.. . Mr. Taylor
found it several months ago in Chile,

| where he was superintending the digging

of a railroad cut, and arrived here with
it on Thursday. He will loan it for ex-
hibition at the provincial museum in
Halifax.

In the desert of the Tablelands, 14,000
feet above the sea, across which the In-
cas built a road when they went down
from Peru to conquer the Indians of
Chile about 2,000 yesrs ago, were found
hundreds of Inca skeletons. 'The: only
mummy found was Mr. Taylor’s.

The figure is in a squatting position
wilh its hands >ver its knees, and is not
more than a foot tall. According to the
superintendent of the.museum in Anta-
fagasta, Chile, the Incas possessed a Jost
art of reducing the size of a body after
death.

The skeletons found in constructing
the railroad, said Mr. Taylor, were all
about eighteen inches in height.  The
Mummy, however, is probably that of a
boy thirteen years old.

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STORE WHEAT FROM
CANADA IN STATES

Hold It s Severdl Ports Fo
Good Prices

AGREEMENT WITHC. P. R.?

Eastern Railways Reported T
Have Made Arrangement For
Delivery at Winnipeg and Haul
age to New York, Boston, Phila-
delphia and Baltimore

(Canadian Press.)

New York, Dec. 15—As a means of
finding use for the accumulating idle
cars, it is learmed from apparently re-
liable sources that the Eastern Rail-
roads have entered into an agreement
with the Canadian Pacific to bring as

much Canadian wheat as possible down

to seaboard cities, after navigation has
closed, and store in anticipation of an
expected demand.

New York, Boston, Philadelphia and
Baltimore are said to be included .in
this arrangement and the possibility is
that the elevator capacity at these ports
will be taxed to the limit. This wheat
will be in bond, and bheld for the ex-
pected export demand which an unusual
combination of circumstances promises
to develop.

It is now asserted that the Canadian
crop has been under estimated, and that
the railway authorities are satisfied from
their own observations, that there is still
a large quantity of wheat available, es-
timated at about 50,000,000 bushels. At
this time on an all rail basis European
bids are about three- cents out of line
for actual export business, but it is con-
sidered a safe speculation to induce
grain men to bring the wheat here and
to other United States ports in the ex-
pectation that it can be shipped abroad
later at a profit.

The railroad arrangements, it is un-
derstood, contemplate ' the bringing ‘of
the wheat into Winnipeg by the Cana-
dian Pacific. There it will be transfer-
red to the cars of the New" York Cen-
tral and other lines for shipment across
the berder.

The question of the removal of the
wheat duty between ada and the
United States dees mnof into these
arrangements, it is said, but should such
a condition come to pass, it would re-
sult in that much &1 ¥ profit. X
