Shie was first introduced to Pettus by
Rosa Lloyd, a resident of Brooklyn.
They became friends, and one night, sv
she eaid, he led ber ,to a private house
under the pretence that she was to meet
a friend there and drugyed her.

When she awoke she found hersell
ruined and deserted in a strange house
among strangers. A criminal operation
followed in a hotel in the centre of Penn-
sylvania. This operation was what ruin-
ed her health. She pursued Pettns in
many ways in order to revenge hersell
upon him and to make him withdraw the
charges he made against hLer character.
He let it be understood that she was his
mistress and a charge of criminal libei
had been preferred against him. An im-

WERE ASKED TO EMIGRATE.
Testimony of Boys im the West End
Seandal Cnse.
Loxpox, Jan. 7.—The trial of Arthur
Newion, the solicitor, Frederick Taylor-
gon, his clerk, and Adolphus de Galla,
the interpreter, ou a charge of conspiring
to defeat justice in connection with the
West end scardal, was continned before
Magistrate Vaughan in the Bow street
police court to-day.
