M. KING, Locator.New Westminster, Oct. 22.—The ninth 
annual provincial convention of the 
Western British Columbia Sunday 
School Association opened Tuesday in 
this city, the convention being held In 
St. Andrew's church. Rev. J. A. Logan, 
Victoria, introduced the speakers at the 
opening session. Mayor Keary extend­
ed the civic welcome.

Rev. A. de B. Owen, president of the 
-New Westminster Ministerial Associa­
tion. gave the convention a hearty wel­
come, as fellow workers in the great 
work of evangelization of the world, 
and because the churches would be al­
most impossible without the Sunday 
school to-day.

C. S. Keith extended a welcome on 
behalf of the city Sunday schools, and 
jn reply President Gibson wished to 
put into words his sense oF the hos­
pitality and kindness the convention 
hajd received. In answering the minis­
terial welcome, he would say that the 
Sunday school was the right arm of 
the church. The great danger of the 
West was too much prosperity, in which 
they were likely to lose sight of mat­
ters pertaining to spiritual life.

The general secretary, Stuart Muir- 
"head, read an interesting report of. his 
work, whieh in part follows:

"I have endeavored to complete the 
organiaation of the province into dis­
tricts. At the last annual convention 
there were three in existence, viz., 
Victoria, Vancouver and New West­
minster. Two have been organized 
during the year, Cumberland and 
Chilliwack. Temporary organization 
have been effected in two others, Na­
naimo and Kamloops. We hope soon 
to hold conventions in these two, and 
complete their organization, when this 
is done we shall have all the possible 
districts in the province organized. 
It may be necessary in the near future 
to subdivide both Vancouver and New 
Westminster, as each covers a very 
large territory.

“As the work is just begining in most 
of these districts, I cannot report much 
progress. I am pleased to state that 
Victoria is taking the lead, and that 
the officers are seeking to make the or­
ganization a real factor in building up 
Sunday school work in that city and 
vicinity.”

One thing was clear, apart alto­
gether from the heated Imaginings en­
gendered in the rush of conflict, either 
the Conservatives were gecreant to 
their duty to the public, or they had 
not the facts to go upon. (Applause.)

Afer all, the best refutation of this 
slander talk was the efficiency of the 
government in all departments, he 
said. Briefly, he reviewed these, paus­
ing to comment on the establishing of 
two stations In the rural mail delivery 
scheme, one station In the vicinity of 
Victoria, and another for the suburbs 
of New Westminster.

Turning to discuss hls own campaign, 
he said the same body of electors 
which had returned the McBride gov­
ernment returned Mr. Macpherson to 
Ottawa. The constituency had always 
been Liberal In Dominion politics. 
Twice it had returned Mr. Maxwell, 
and twice Mr. Macpherson. Now that 
the Dominion had taken hold of Bri­
tish Columbia affairs as never before, 
It would return him as a Liberal again. 
Mr., Martin was at Ottawa for a session 
and a half and Aid nothing oh the 
Asiatic question. If returned now— 
which' nobody anticipated seriously—he 
would be atone and could accomplish 
nothing for the people he represented. 
In the. province he had been premier, 
attorney-general and a prominent pri­
vate member for five tong sessions, and 
the statute book would be searched in 
vain for any anti-Asiatic legislation 
brought In by him. When the city of 
Vancouver wanted anything from the 
Ottawa government. It did not send 
Mr. Cowan to Ottawa, although he 
was the" Conservative candidate. It 
sent a good Liberal. Mr. McEvoy, be­
cause the city knew that a friend could 
get more from a friend than an oppon­
ent. That was business, and on that 
showing it was business to send him 
to Ottawa to represent the constitu­
ency, and not Mr. Cowan. Hls oppon­
ents would be dismissed from this 
test by everybody who felt a keen and 
Intelligent interest In the future 
gress of the district. (Applause.)

In closing, Mr. M tlnnes declared that 
this constituency would return him a= 
a candidate who had a strong record 
and a sound faith on the main issues 
In British Columbia, and who was 
member of the party which had shown 
breadth of mind and width of vision 
In dealing with questions so germane 
to f he prosperity of Canada as a whole 
as the' Ail-Red Route and .the trans­
continental railway.

The meeting closed with cheers for 
Mclnnes and Laurier.
