And even if a dividend 
of six per centi were declared on this 
stock It would only amount to about 
33,000. Reference has been made to the 
Beersvllle railway, and we have been 
attacked for assisting It. What are 
the facts ? It was shown to us 
that there were valuable deposits 
of coal there, and we were asked to 
aid In building the line. We agreed to 
do so. So far the government has only 
paid out $11,000 on account of the sub­
sidy, the other being held back for the 
purpose of insuring the carrying out 
of the undertaking tol^eep the road 
in operation regularly. The 'member 
for Carleton, in referring to the Grand 
Falls water power, states that we are 
not entitled to any credit for that. 
But who is it that began the policy 
which has enabled this water power 
to be developed? It was this govern­
ment.

It must be remembered that the gov­
ernment owns" but a small strip of 
land near this water power, and that 
land will have to be expropriated at 
large cost for the purpose of carrying 
out the. plans of the company. We 
would have been negligent In our duty 
If we had refused their offer, for what 
Is the rental compared' with a great In­
dustry which will employ hundreds 
and perhaps' thousands of people? This 
great power of 40,000 horses can 
be utilized by towns down the 
river even as far as St. John. 
The leader of the opposition condemns 
us for assisting the International Rail­
way Company. ‘ No part of the pro­
vince needed a railway so much, and 
In assisting it we adopted the wisest 
and safest policy.

Mr. Smith—It was not my intention 

to take up the time of „the house. Does 
the attorney general not remember 
that in 1896 the leader of the opposi­
tion stood up and defended the rights 
offiêthe city of St. John in parliament 
and that it was largely due to his ef­
forts that a subsidy was obtained for 
the steamships running to Liverpool?- 
Does he not know that it was largely 
due' to his efforts that an order In 
council was passed that hereaAer no 
steamships having their terminus at 
a foreign port should • receive a sub­
sidy? The solicitor generss made some 
references- to the recent election diffi­
culty in Carleton Co., which I think 
showed bad taste. As the matter is 
now before the courts he would have 
done better to remain silent on that 
subject. He took occasion to exonerate 
my colleague from having" anything to 
do with the candidature of Mr. Simms. 
Let me tell him that it was for my own 
action mainly that he did not have 
any opposition from our party. He 
stated that I went to McAdam Junc­
tion to meet the leader of the opposi­
tion. That is true, and I took two 
gentlemen from Woodstock with me, 
and it was because of my represen­
tations that it was decided not to op­
pose his return. Yet would it have 
been a crime to oppose him? Why 
should these two new members of the 
government who have climbed over 
the heads of men of more experience, 
be exempt from opposition?

education. Last year there was an in­
crease - In the expenditure for public 
works of_ 323,900 besides the sums paid 
on permanent bridges. On mining we 
spent laat year 39,000 more than the’ 
previous year. A large portion of that 
sum went for* the purchase of the 
calyx drill. This drill Is new at work 
at Lepreaux for the purpose of test­
ing the iron deposit at that place. 
They are now down 700 feet and have 
struck the reef of iron, which Is said 
to be as rich and extensive as any in 
America. Have we not done right In 
expending this money for the purpose 
of developing the resources of the pro­
vince and bringing new industrie» In­
to existence. The expenditure for the 
year also Includes 316,000 for the con­
solidation of the statutes. This is an 
expenditure which was necessary and 
will be generally approved, and we will 
net need another revision for the next 
twenty years. Let me now refer for 
a few minutes to the agricultural pol­
icy of the government. The wheat pol­
icy of the government has been as- , 
sailed, but-its success is proved by a 
comparison of the statistics of last 
year with the figures of a few 
years ago. It has been an 
enormous benefit to the peo- і 
Die and kept meney In the country I 
which otherwise would have been ex­
pended abroad.

position say that we should not have j

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it is shown that the sheriff violated 
his oath of office In refusing to take 
the nomination, he should be asked to 
resign, and I do not believe the pre­
mier will allow him to remain in office.
I do not. think there is any question 
that Is so little attended to by the 
government as agriculture. The policy 
of this government with respect to ag­
riculture Is neither progressive nor ef­
fective. Look at the situation today. 
Can the government say that they 
have made progress In any line of ag­
ricultural work? If they have an In­
crease In wheat is there not also an 
Increase In other grains, such as oats 
and buckwheat, and also In potatoes? 
This growth is due to ordinary condi­
tions and not to the help of the gov­
ernment. The attorney general sought 
to place us in the position of opposing 
roller mills. "We do not oppose roller 
milks, but I am opposed {o the basis on 
which the bonuses to roller mills are 
given. Thy gave a thousand dollars» 
to eagh roller mill. Would it not have 
been better to pay an annual sum on 
condition that the miller ground a 
certain number of bushels of wheat 
every year and canvsmsed the farmers 
to grow wheat for his mill to grind ? I 
claim that this policy would have 
made the mill owner the direct agent 
of the government.

The same remark Is true In regard to 
illustrated orchards. The government 
take great credit for their butter and 
cheese policy, and I am glad to know 
that there has been some development 
In this line. But the prosperity has 
not been in general, for a number of 
cheese factories In Carleton have been 
closed, and the Andover factory, after 
receiving its bonus, was only open one 
years. Kings Is better situated for 
dairying than any other county, but I 
do not believe that the prosperity of 
dairying in Kings has been due to the 
government. I hold In my hand a let­
ter which I have received from Mr. 
Eveleigh, the manager of the Sussex 
factory, which does six times as much 
business as any other In Kings county, 
and this Is what he says. Dated Sus­
sex, Feb. 27th, 1905. B. F. Smith, Dear 
Sir—Yours of the 12th to hand some 
few days, and I will answer your ques­
tions as best I can. First, I don't 
think there is any practical instruction 
given to the cheese makers of Kings 

, county. If you write to the different 
makers they will tell you the instruc­
tor drives through once or twice In a 
season, calls In and looks at some 
cheese, has a little talk and goes out. 
2nd. The dairy school I would say Is 
not too bad when the instructors are 
not loaded too heavy. 3rd. ■ I think 
very little of Mr. Mitchell’s time is 
given to the dairy interests of Kings 
county. Should think a man could 
visit the factories he does in this coun­
ty as often as he in about a month and 1 
spend a day at each factory, but |ln his 
way would do It all in a week. I don't 
wish to hurt Mr. Mitchell, but would 
consider the money about wasted that 
Is spent on him. 4th. The government 
had given a certain amount of money 
to a lot of factories in this county 
which of course has helped to start 
them. Outside of that I don’t see what 
they have done. As far as our factory 
here goes they have done nothing at 
all, but have let us build up a business 
that we are proud of and for which we 
don’t thank them In any way. I know 
there is a feeling outside that this is 
a government creamery, and they do 
this and that and the other thing. They 
simply do nothing. They attempted to 
rush our winter business at first, hut 
charged 31-2 cents per pound for mak­
ing our butter and said they were 
losing money by it. I took it off their 
hands at 2 1-4 cents and have made a 
living out of It.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—Who built it, was 
It not the government?

Mr. S>*th—-I claim that the depart­
ment is top heavy and loaded down 
with useless officials and that most of 
the money spent on agriculture goes 
Into their pockets.

Continuing Mr. Smith said—During 
the past year I have watched the work 
of the department of agriculture, and 
I say that one of the dairy superinten­
dents at least, has not been giving his 
whole time to the work of the depart­
ment, although he has drawn a full 
year’s salary. I would ask the com­
missioner of agriculture, it Dairy Sup­
erintendent FYank Tilley has not been 
employed by the Sharpless C. Separa­
tor Co. for at least six months of the 
past year? I do not blame Mr. Tilley, 
but I do blame the department which 
permits such things. We find that Mr. 
Tilley has drawn a full year’s salary, 
has been paid more travelling expenses 
than any other of the superintendents, 
has been employed at « good salary 
by a separator company in Ontario, 
and at the same time has carried on 
a private creamery business In the 
county of Carleton in company with 
A. S. Dow. Under such a state of af­
fairs Is it any wonder than the depart­
ment shows so little done for the farm-* 
ers of the province ? I have always 
entertained a very high regard for the 
old gentleman who occupies the posi­
tion of commissioner of agriculture, 
but I cannot help thinking that either 
he lacks in the ability to initiate a 
progressive agricultural policy or else 
he Is so hampered by his colleagues in 
the government as to be unable to ac­
complish anything in the way of real 
assistance to the farmers. When we 
look at what Ontario is doing in agri­
cultural development the comparison 
is very unfavorable to New Brunswick. 
We have no encouragement for pork 
raising. During the past year the de­
partment of agriculture had an oppor­
tunity to do something. We saw hay 
being brought down from Quebec free 
over the government railway and sold 
in Nova Scotia, our best market, and 
yet the minister of agriculture sat idly 
by and did not make any move to help 
our farmers retain their natural mar­
ket. And take the matter of the con­
solidated statutes. It was stated when 
the consolidation was proposed that It 
would cost the province about 320,000 
and yet it has cost 340,000 up to date. 
This was not a business-like transac­
tion and no proper arrangement was 
made with the gentlemen performing 
the work. The same unbusi­
nesslike methods have * charac­
terized the government’s deal­
ings with the provincial hospital and 
especially In the way In which Dr. 
Anglin has been employed. Instead of 
giving him a stated salary, so that the 
province might know Just what he Is 
to receive, we have the statement that 
the only arrangement is that he Is to 
receive $2,000 a year and living ex­
penses. This is not fair to Dr. Anglin 
nor to {he province. It is not fair to 
the superintendent that hie living ex- 

‘ penses should come before the public
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
