HOTEL KEEPERS AND POLCETOBE
CALLED AS ALLIANCE WITNESSES,

Inquiry Into Sunday Law Charges Promises Big Interest--
Alliance Not Ready With Sworn Evidence,
But Meets to Plan.

Premier Tweedie, commissioned by the
provincial governmeat to investigate the
charges of the Lord's Day Alliance against
Chief of Police Clark for alleged neglect
of duty, sat Thursday for tte purpose of
commencing the inquiry.

Owing to the memorialists not being
prepared to give information under oath
adjournment was made until next Thurs-
day at 10 o'dlock, when they promise to

have witnesses present to support the
statements set forth in the memorial pre-
sented to the government.

Those present, besides the premier, were
Rev. Dr. T. F. Fotheringham, Rev. Dr.
George Steel, Rev. Dr. Robert Wilson,
Rev. J. C. B. Appel, Rev. L. G. Macneili,
Rev. J. D. ¥reeman, Rev. Mr. Gosman,
Rev. W. H. Sampson, Rev. Mr, Thompson,
Judge Forbes, W. J. Parks, R. T. Hayes,
George E. Williams, S. L. Brittain, Dr.
Smith, Chief Clark and Recorder Skinner.
The latter appeared for the chief.

In opening, the premier read the com-
mission from the government empower-
ing him to hold an investigation; also the
memorial of the Lord’s Day Alliance
alleging that the chief of police neglected
his duty and was not enforcing the laws
rélating to the sale of intoxicating liquors,
groceries, etc., on the Sabbath.

Rev. Dr. Fotheringham, president of
the alliance, then said it devolved oa him
to make a statement in support of the
complaint sent to the government.

Recorder Skinner, who amnounced that
he appeared on behalf of the chief of the
police, asked -if the course of procedure
would ‘permit speeches or addresses. .

Commissioner Tweedie replied that the
usual course would have to be adopted,
viz., the taking of evidence under oath.

The president of tthe alliance said the
body was prepared to assume all respon-
sibility of all contended in its memorial
and wished to know what mode of pro-
cedure was to be adopted.

Commissioner Tweedie answered that
there was no alternative for the govern-
ment. Very serious charges had been made
against the chief of police and they must
be investigated under cath. No hearsay
evidence or street talk would be accept-
ed. If the alliance were not prepared at
the present stage ample time would be
allowed.

Dr. Fotheringham continued that the
alliance had not witnesses ready, but was
pantilly prepared to go on giving evidence.
He wanted it understood, however, that
the alliance did not desire to be consid-
ered afcusers of the chief of police.

Commissioner Thweedie—You have made
serious charges against himi.

Rev. Mr. Steel said the alliance was
prepared to go on according to the mode
of procedure decided »y the government.
The alliance officers, though, were pre-
pared 'to make statements at present and
follow if. up with evidence.- He asked if a
statement would be accepted of what led
up to the passing of the memorial by the
alliance.

Judge Forbes said statements at the
present stage would not facilitate mat-
ters so they might be deferred until wit-
nesses were submitted.

The commrissioner remarked he had read
the statemeat that the president of the
alliance would prefer to have all the
government hear the inquiry. To this he
would say that the government had no
power to do this.

Mr. Skinner thought it decidedly peculiar
that the members of the alliance should
demand an investigation and then present,
themselves without witnesses. 5

Judge Fowbes answered that the alli-
ance had witnesses.

In answer to Rev. Mr. Steel the com-
missioner said the government would
subpoena and pay witnesses, but nét any
counsel for the alliance.

Adjournment was then determined on
until Thursday next.

Rev. Dr. Fotheringham asked for 12 or
15 subpoenas which were supplied.

Mr. Skinner asked ithe alliance officers
to furnish him by Montlty with the
specific charges they intended to malke.

Judge Forbes—We have no desire to
make specific charges against the chief.

The commissioner added that the alli-

ance might not have the wish, neverthe-.

less 4 charge was made that there was a
power behind him. &

Mr. Skinner—You are,absslutely “seek:
ing the destruction of the chief, though
you protend to have mno such desire.

Judge Forbes and - Rev. Mr.
thought this remark was offensive.

The discussion continued, the commis-
sioner saying that the chiei’s counsel had
a right to to_ask for full’ information of
the charges, but he couldn’t decide that
such ought to be provided.

Rev. Mr. Fotheringham and his col-
leagues thosight it unreasonable if the
alliance would be compelled to give evi-
dence in advance.

Judge Forbes said the ~charges were
contained in the memorial.
Mr. Skinner—When and where were

the violations? This court and the public
will understand that ycu have the power,
but not the right to refuse the informa-
tion which has been asked for.

This ended the arguments and the mem-
bers of the alliance adjourned to the
office of Judge Forbes to decide oa a plan
of campaign.

The Lond’s Day Alliance at their con-
ference following the adjournment of the
investigation' yesterday, decided to .etain
Dr. A. A. Stockton to represent them
when the inquiry resumes.

Last night a layman member of the
alliance, who was present at the opening
of the inquiry, told a Telegraph reporter
that the alliance was preparifig a strong
case and had abundant evidence to sub-
stantiate all that was contained in the
memovial to the government. He added
the information that at least 20 witnesses
would be subpoenaed and these would in-
clude liquor dealers, more especially hotel
keepers who had liquor licenses, drug-
gisls, policemen and others. Members of
the St: John police force, he continued,
had volunteered information to members
of the aliance that they were given in-
gtruction to overlook violations of the law.
These pelicemen would be subpoenaed and
were understood to be not, unwilling to
give evidence. .

‘'he reporter’s informant, who asked
that this name be withheld from publica-
tion, further stated that an agent of tihe
alliance ' had procured liquor in hotels on
Sundays, but on last Sunday was refused.

In the eyes of the alliance the soda
water traftic on Sunday was as great a
violation of the law as the sale of liquor,
not that it was so much a sin, but owing
to the moral effeat. Perhaps there might
not be so much of an objection if this sec-
tion of the law were repealed, but so long
as it’ was law let it be enforced. As for
soda water being sold on Sunday there
would be evidence produced that a gov~
ormment appointee informed dealers they
might sell and there would be no pro-
ceedings taken..

Rey. Dr. Kotheringham, president of
the alliance, was not willing to give in-
formation respecting plans of the body,
because it would serve as a warning to
the opposition. He said: “We have not
been caught napping and will fully estab-
lish the statements we have made.”

He regretted, though, that the procedure
decided on by the government compelled
the alliance to become antagonistic to the
chief of police because he was satisfied
that official persomally was willing to
compel the law to. be observed.

When asked if the alliance had had an
agent at work accumuluting evidence the
president was inclined to be evasive in
his reply. Minally he said we thave in-
formation that last Sunday was a dry
one—more so than Sunday thad been for
a considerable period.

This he accounted for by the mearness
of the investigation decided on by the
government. Krom the gtandpoint of the
Lord’s Day Alliance, the sale of soda water
on Sunday was as bad as the sale of
liquor.

It was not composed of a band of fanati-
cal Sabbatharians who wanted everybody
to toe the mark according to Puritanical
ideas. Instead it was only demanding ob-
servance of the civil laws of the land,
which did not compel anybody to observe
the Sabbath according to the principles
of religion.

The Fredericton Gleaner says there are
about 38,000,000 feet of logs in the St.
John and its tributaries above the booms,
and appearances suggest that the much
larger quantity will wot be available for
the millmen this fall. There are now
about 15,000,000 between Kingsclear and
Kilburns, or Andover. The balance is
above the Grand Falls, and on the other
corporation limit. The rain- of last even-
ing did not extend further up than Woo'l-
stock, or thereabout, and therefore had no
influence in the upper waters of the St.
John. Arrangements are being made at
the Sugar Island boom to winter the
whole of the cut now held in the river in
case the fall rains do not bring it down
in time to have it rafted and towed to
the mills before they close down.

The supply of logs at the Fredericton
mills will not, it is estimated, hold out
longer than the middle of October.

On the 8. W. Miramichi the lumber-
men were more fortunate than ‘hose on
the St. John. [There were but 3,500,050
of last year’s cut hung up; 2,000,008 of
these belonged to Wm. Richards Co. Ltd.,
and 1,500,000 to Mr. T. Lyrch.
