An Unexpected Murder—A Gardencr
Poisons a Family With Toad=
stools—One Member hies,, 7

On the evening of August 20, Dr. Dip-
lock concluded an inquest at. the King’s
Arms; Actot Bottom, upon fhe ‘body of
Ruth Brooks, who_ had been poisoned

by eating some ,fungi, given “het foF
mushrooms’by George Hunt, &'gardener,
who had a few days before threatened
the inmates of the house. :

The testimony taken when at the first
hearing was to the effect that Hunt was
in the habit-of going to the King’s -Arms
for his beer, and that he frequently made

the bar-maid and the deceased presents
of vegetables and flowers. On Wednes-
day morning; the 15th inst., he-brought
what he affirmed were mushrooms, and
gave them to the bar-maid over the
counter, telling her at the same time how
to cook them. The deceased, who act-
ed as cook, fried them as re-
commended, and three of the family
partook of them for - breakfust
They shortly afterward became very ill,
and a medical man, Dr. Tenison of Ham-
mersith. was sent for. Two of them re-
covered, but deceased gradually became
worse, and died in great agony the same
evening. A post-mortem examination re-
vealed the fact that the stomach was ina
high state of inflammation, cansed" by
some irritant vegetable poison such as is
found in the various fungi resembling
mushrooms. Hunt, upon being caution-
ed, admitted giving them the fungus, but
declared that he did not know they were
of a poisonous nature. Upon being ques-
tioned by a juryman, he admitted that he
had been refuscd admission to the house
on Sunday morning, but he denied using
threats. i :

A lad named William Lowe deposed
that about three weeks ago ‘Hunt wanted
to enter the house for some beer, when
he was refosed. He then became most
abusive, made use of bad language, and
said, “Ell remember you,” meaning those
in the house. faint

Mr. Thomas Slattery, & builder, who
on the day before the mushrooms were
eaten, went to the House where Hunt
was gardener to look round the premises
previous to purchasing them,  ROUCES
some mushrooms growingin the meadow,
and asked Hunt whether they were good
ones. Ae at once, replied, ¢ No, they are
not; they are poison.”
upon the spot where
picked those he gave to the barmaid.

The Coroner, in summing up, informed

the fungus with a malicious motive,
was to say, for the purpose, not neces-

pain or illness, then they must return a
verdiet of murder against the person who
so gave the plant.

The jury, after a brief consultation, Te-
turned a verdict of ¢ Wilful murder”
against Hunt, who was accordingly com-
mitted upon the Coroner’s warrant.

Mrs. Hopley tried in vain to open it.
Then she thought of a burglar being con-
cealed in the closet,and screamed for help,
still clinging to the door tu prevent the
ferocicus intruder from dashing out and
braining both of them, and burning up
the house. - Her screams added to those
of the female friend, alarmed the neigh-
borhood in au instant, and among those
who dashed in was old Mr. Stoeton with
a double barreled gun, aud as soon as he
learned the trouble, he turned the dread-
ful weapon full upon the door.
was a stunning report, a chorus of femi-
nine shrieks mingled with a terrific howl
from the other side of the door, and the
next instant the unhappy Hopley, with
both legs full of shot, was writhing on
the floor of that closet. The door was
opened, the women pushed up to get a
sight; got it; and immediately dispersed
with another shriek. Hopley was put to
bed and Doctor Myers summoned, who
picked out the shot, which had merely
pricked through the skin, and applied the
needful remedies, and the patient to-day
is quite comfortable, and will be at his
office again this week.
