MEDICAL CARE BILL
SECOND READING

The Senate resumed from yesterday the ad-
journed debate on the motion of Hon. Mr.
Macnaughton for the second reading of Bill
C-227 to authorize the payment of contribu-
tions by Canada towards the cost of insured
medical care services incurred by provinces
pursuant to provincial medical care insurance
plans.

Hon. Orville H. Phillips: Honourable sena-
tors, in rising to take part in this debate, I
wish first to pay tribute to the sponsor of Bill
C-227. While the honourable Senator Mac-
naughton is not directly associated with any
of the health services—he chose a more lucra-
tive profession—he has always taken a very
keen interest in health matters.

Hon. John J. Connolly (Ottawa West): That
is a mistake, on the average.

Hon. Mr. Phillips: I recall another occasion
in more fortunate days in a different house,
when he and I sat on different sides of the
Speaker’s chair, he introduced a motion con-
cerning mental health, and I had the pleasure
of suggesting to the Government of the day
that they accept the motion; and, later in the
day, it was accepted by the Government. I
also want to pay a tribute to Senator Gershaw
and Senator Sullivan. A little later I will be
referring to Senator Gershaw’s remarks, but I
would like to pay a short tribute now to
Senator Sullivan. He is one of Canada’s most
distinguished doctors.

Hon. Senators: Hear, hear.

Hon. Mr. Phillips: He is not only one of
Canada’s leading ear surgeons, but I can say,
without fear of contradiction, that he is a
recognized world authority in his field. This
is borne out by the fact that he has been
honoured not only by the Canadian and
American medical associations but also by ev-
ery leading medical association in the world.
Yesterday he referred to Dr. Penfield’s writ-
ings on a number of occasions. After reading
his remarks in Hansard, I would suggest that
he take up Dr. Penfield’s hobby of writing,
and I am sure that any book he produced
would automatically become a best seller.

Hon. Senators: Hear, hear.

Hon. Mr. Phillips: Senator Sullivan referred
to what he called socialized legal care. If I
may, firstly I would like to make a suggestion
to him. I have not had time to make an
