
BILL.
An Act to Assimilate the Tenure of Land in the Seigniory of

Sault Saint Louis to that in the other Seigniories in this Pro-
vince.

.WHEREAS there is inherent in the Iroquois Indians of Sault Saint ereambie.
Louis, otherwise called Caughnawaga, an amount of negligence

and apathy with respect to the cultivation and improvement of thoir
lands, the keeping in repair of roads, and the fulfilment of the other

5 duties of proprietors, which is a continual source of inconvcnience to
the inhabitant2 of the neighboring parishes; and 'whereas it is expedient
to put an end to this state of things; and whereas such a result would
bc attained by assimilating the tenure of land in the said Seigniory to
that in the other Seigniories in this Province: Therefore Her Majesty,

sembly of Canada, enacts as follows:-

other Indian may transfer, convey, sell, or otherwise alienate in feo Pult of sud
