I have the honor to rofer to rcccent convorsations
vhich have taken place with ofiicials of the Denartrcnt of
Bxternal ffairs rezarding cthe desire of the United States
ovcrnrient to take steps for cxtendins the fuel supply for the
Unitcd States Arnmy in Canada and Alaska,

2. Iy Government, faced with the necessity of obtaining
an increcased fuel supply without delay, desires to propose the
followinez project, to wit: that it:

(a) Make survcys and construct.a pipclinc either
by United States frmy Engineers or by contract, of a
size sufficient to deliver three thousand barrels of
0il daily from Norman "ells, Northwest Territorics,
Canacda, to “hitchorse, Yukon Territory, Canada;

(b) Sign a contract vith a Canadian company to
drill additional wells, upon its- lcases obtained under
the Petroleum and Natural 3as Regulations applicable
to Dominion Lands or upon permits obtained by it undcr
the Cil a2nd Gas Reeulations covering land in the vieinity
of Norman “Jells, Under this contract the United States
War Department would provide the nceessary cquipment
and would purchase the total flow of the additional
wells during the war at an agreed price, The wells
would rerain part of the leaschold or permit property
of the Canadian company and would be regarded as having
been drillecd under the provisions of the Dominion
Regulations noted in this clause; ‘

facilitics for r-fining crude oil with 2 capaecity of
three thous~nd harrecls nsr day under & contract awarded
with o vicw to insurine the excecution of the vork in
thc shortest posaiblec time without resard to whether
the contrnctors are Crnndian or ‘morican;
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
