campalgns on tactics, whatever thelr purpose may be, which
cannot but have the effect of serving to undermine the effort
of the nation at a time of war,

The Bloc Populaire Canadlen and other minor partles

of Canadlian unity, I trust 1t may be the most short-lived., I
refer to the so-called Bloc Populalre Canadlen, Its self=-
appointed leaders who are a small group of malcontents are 1lne-
different to the good name of Canada, and to the security of
Canada. They pretend that Canada 1s in no danger 1n thls war.
They talk as though Britaln and not Nazl Germany was the real
enemy. They are agalnst further particlpation in the war.

The Bloc Populaire 1s the only party I have ever heard of

whose platform and pollcles are contained in the one single word
"non'". That negative and destructive appeal has exceedingly
harmful possibilities both to the war effort and the future

of Canada.

The Bloc Populalire deliberately seeks to set Quebec
against the rest of Canada., It 1s apparently indifferent to
the harm i1t will do the people of Quebec if it succeeds, by
setting the rest of Canada, and indeed the rest of North

America, against Quebec. The real design of its leaders 1s

to gain votes and influence by exploiting raclal differences

and stirring up raclal animosities.
