great deal of g od; pretures are also gathered
and pmual in certain cars where observation
has sho wn that there 18 a good work done
by such means.,  Thenall along the lines are
colfee stands, established by the ladies, and
in some places on her road she has Chnstian
workers gather at the arrival of evening
trains at junctions where stops are made, to
hold a service and attract the men as we Il as
the passengers, and thus they are sowing
seed which does bring forth fruit.  One of
the great ohjective points sought for by this
departmgnt is the doing away with Sunday
trains. The men question the right thing to
do in the matter just as soon as they are
tnn\(:lml, She related  some ilHl’All nts
showing that great things had been done by
the work of those very engineers who feel
that they should not run their engines on
Sunday but who did so fearing loss of life
they placed substitutes and passed the
Sunday as they would hke to have done at
church.
