In the evening there was a sacred concert
and lecture by Rev. Father McBrady, Professor
of Rhetoric in St. Michael's College, Toronto
It was largely attended, the church being fliled,
The concerl, was of an impressive character,
and it will at once be recognized by the names
of those whotook part that both the instrument
al and vocal numbers were of a high order;
while the choir, always cflicient, did even bet
ter than usual. Inthe choirsinging Prof Dunn
and Mrs. John Butler took eolos, which were
effectively rendered. Th: concert was under
the direction of Mrs. L. Hebert, the organist,
who thus gave fresh evidence of her ability as
a director,

The lecture of Rev. Father MeBrady was a
vnr{ eloquent one. He has a fine voice, well
modulated, wnich adds 1o the «flset of his
speaking  He took for his subject the educa
tional work of the Cnurch 1o Ireland during
the three conturies commencing with St
Patrick’s labors. No mere outline would con
voy an adequate idea of the force and beauty
of the lecture. The legend, said the lecturer
tells us that after Si, Patrick had labored
thirty years he was transported to the top
of a mountain which he saw surrounded
by flames. T'hese were the flames he had
kindled himgelf  Wherever he built a church
he built a sehool.  Reference was made to the
noted monasteries, every one of which had ite
seribes who—printing not havirg been invent
ed -multiplied copies of writings. The same
zeal which filied the book shelves of the mon
asteries enriched the schools of Ireland. The
Irish monks of the sixth and seventh centuries
were the men who prepared the way for the
groat, scholars of the Catholie Church of the
twelfth century.  The love of religious discus
sion which. characterized Irishmen of thatday,
a8 it does siill to some extent, did not prevent
them from devoling themselves to the acquire
ment of profane Knowiedge, Reforence was
made to the general learning of several of the
ecclesiastics of the sixth century, The fame of
the Irish bards was unrivailed, the skill of the
Ivish musiciang unequalled, The Church in
troduced the harp of David and the Pealms in
to herservice, and for three hundred years from
ten thousand churches went up joyous praise.
Latin and Greek literature were cultivated,
and through the Intter Homeric legends were
woven into the legends of the country, In
their religious poetry the Irish poeis
found gems from many sources, Scaree
ly had the schools of Ireland opened
in the #sixth century when they were
fitled from other countries, and it was custom
ary after students had graduated in other
countries to taks post graduate courses at Irish
schools.  The monka left their psaceful monas
teries and became missionaries to various
countries of Southern Kurope. Monasteries
opened in France, Italy and Switzerland had
theirchairsfilled by monks from Ireland. They
took with them to theseschoo's the harp which
has never been erased from the Irish nationalJ
flag because it signifies that Christianity will
finally triumph over barbarism, Ho knew
nothing more beantiful than the early life of
the Irish Church for three hundred years. No
Irishman can read the history of this period
without humbie gratitude to God. nor without
being animated by the hope that when such
things had been done in the dry tree, greater
things would ba done in the moreglorious days
of the green tree  This period was followed
by days of darkness from the plllage of the
Danes, pillage in the days of Elizabeth and the
days of Cromwell, and the oppression of the
searcely yet ended days of the penal laws.
But there was ever a rift in the cloud. The
men of 1548, devoted as they were forgot that
Ireland's true greatness did not consist in be
ing made an ~arthly nation, This was not the
sp rit of St. Patrick. To him Ireland was the
lamp of the north to lead the world to faith
and Christ, Crucified Ireland had been, but just
a8 #ure as the resurrection bad succeeded the

I'he trouble which for sgome time seemed to
be brewing between the Britieh and Hussian
troops in China has been amic ibly settled, at
least for the time being, The cause of trouble
was that the Russians took possession of a
railway siding at Tien Tsin which was within
territory ceded by China to Russia by recent
agreement, whereas it i= contended that the
territory had been ceded previously to Great
Britain. As a consequence of these opposing
claims, Russian and British troops stood facing
each other under arms on different sides of the
disputed territory, and a collision might have
precipitated war. Count Von Waldersee did
his best to arrange the diflicully, but asitis a
matter dependent on the decision of the two
governments immediately concerned, he could
not go further than merely to recommend
moderation,
