THE WIDOW AND HER SON.

A widow who, I have heard, was much loved
for her “ meek snd quiet apirit,” left her home
in the parish early one morning, in order to
reash, before evening, the residence of a kins-
man who' had promised to assist her to pay her
rent, She carried on ber back ber osly child.

There the storm
must have blown with a fierce ard bitter blast.
It was by no mesns an easy task to examine the
deep wreaths which filled up every hollow. At
last & cry from one of the sesrchers attracted
the rest, and there, crouched beneath a huge
granite boulder, they discovered the dead body
of the widow.

She was entombed by the snow. A portion
of a tartan cloak which appeared above its sur-
face led to ber discovery. But whbat had become
of the child ? Nay, what had become of the
widow’s clothes P For all were gone except the
miserable tattered garment which hardly cover-
ed her nakedness. That she had beeti murdered
and stripped, was the first conjecture suggested
by the strange discovery. But beiog in a coun-
try in which oaly one murder had occurred
within the memory of man, the notion was soon
dismissed from their thoughts. She bad evi-
dently died where she sat, bent almost double ;
but as yet all was mystery as to ber boy and her
clothing. Very soon, however, the mystery was
cleared up.

The incident has lived fresh in the memory of
many of the parish; and the old people who
were present in the empty hut of the widow,
when her body was laid in it, never forgot the
minister’s address and prayers, as be stood be-
side the dead, He was hardly sble to speak for
tears, as he endeavoured to express his sense of
that woman’s worth ‘and love, and to pray for
her poor orpban boy.

More than fifty years had passed away, when
the eldest son of * the manse,” then old and
grey headed, went to preach to bis Highland
congregation in Glasgow, on the Sunday previ-
ous to that on which the Lord's Supper was to
be dispensed. He found a comparatively small
congregation sssembled, for snow was falling
heavily and threatened to continue all day. Sud-
denly be recalled the story of the widow and ber
son, and this again recslled to bis memory the
text—* He shall be as the shadow of a great
rock in & weary land.” He resolved to address
his poople from these words, although he had
carefully prepared a sermon on anotber subject.
In the ceurse of his remarks he narrated the
circumstances of the death of the Mighland wi-
dow, whom he had himself known in his boy-
hood. And having done so, he asked, ¢ If that
child was now alive, what would you think of his
heart if be did mot cherish an affection for his
mother's memory ? . And what would you think
of him if the sight of her clothes which she had
wrapped around him, in order to save bis life at
the cost of her own, did not touch his heart and
ever fill him with gratitude and love too deep
for words ?  Yet what hearts have you, my
friends, if, over the memotials of your Baviour’s
sacrifice of himself, which you are to witness
next Sunday, you do not feel them glow with
deepest love and with adoring gratitude ¥’
Some time after this a messenger was sent by
a dyiog man with a request to see the minister.
TLis was speedily o« mplied with. The sick man
seized bim by the hand, as he seated himself be-
side the bed, and, gezing intently in his face,
said, * Sir, you do not, you cannot recognise me.
But I know you and knew your father before you.
1 bave been a wanderer in many lands. I bave
visited every quarter of the globe, and have
fought and bled for my king ancd country. But
while I served my kiog I forgot my God.
Though I have been some years in this city, I
never entered a church. But the other Sunday,
as I was walking along the street, I happened to
pass your church door when a heavy siiower of
snow came on, and [ entered the lobby for shel-
ter, but I am ashamed to say not with the in-
tention of worshipping God or of hearing a
sermon. But as I heard the singing of psalms,
I went into a seat near the door ; them you
preached and I beard you tell the story of the
widow and * ber son.’ Here the voice of the
old soldier faitered, his emotion almost choking
his utterance ; but recovering bimself for a mo-
ment, he cried, ‘ I am that son ! and butst into
a flood of tears. * Yes, he contivued, ‘I am
that son ' Never, never, did I forget my mo-
ther’s love. Weil might you ask, whst s heart
should mine have been if she had been forgot-
tezn by me! Though I pever saw her, dear to
me is her memory, and my only desire now is,

|t lay my booes beside hers in tke old churoh-

yard smoog the hills. But, sir, what breaks my
beart, and covers me with shame is this—that
until now 1 pever saw the love of Christ in giv-
ing himself for me—a poor, lost, bell-deserving
sinner. I confess it I' he cried, looking up to
beaven, his eyes streaming with tears.  Then
pressing the minister’s hand close to his breast,
he added, ‘It was God made you tell that
story.

The variations in the yield of milch cows
are caused monfby the variations in the nutri-
tive element of their food than by a change of
the form in which it is given. * A cow kept
through the winter on mere straw,” says a prac-
tical writer on this subject, ¢ will cease to give
milk ; and when fed in spring on green foiage,
will give a fair quentity of milk. But she owes
the cessation and restoration of the secretion to
respectively the diminution and the increase of
her nourishment, and not at all to the change of
form, or of outward subsiance, in which the
pourishment is administered. Let cows receive
through winter nearly as large a proportion of
nutritive matter as is contained in the clover,
lucerne, snd fresh grasses which they eat in sum-
mer ; and, no matter in what precise substance
or mixture that matter may be contsined, they
will yield s winter's produce of milk quite es
rich ia casein and butyraceous ingredients as the
summer’s produce, and far more ample in quan-
tity than almost any diaryman with o\d-fashion-
ed notions would imagiue to be possible.” We
keep too much stock for the guaatity of good
and nutritious food which we have for it,
and the consequence is, cows sre, in nine cases
out of ten, poorly wintered, and come out
in the spriug weakened, if not, indeed, posi-
tively dissaged, and a long time is required to
bring them into a condition to yield a generous
quantity of milk. It is  hard struggle for a
cow reduced in flesh and in blood to fill up the
system with the food which otherwise would
bave gone to the secretion of milk ; but, if she
is well fed, well housed, well littered, and well
supplied with pure, fresh water, and with roots
or other moist food, and properly treated to the
luxury of a frequent carding, and constant kind-
pess, she comes out resdy to commence the
manufacture of milk under favourable circum-
stances.— Milch Cows and Diary Farming.

Cheap and Excellent Candles.

A correspondent of The New England Farmer |.

says : “ I bave tried the following recipe twice,
and find it all that it is cracked up to be. I
have no doubt that it would have been worth
more than twenty dollars to me if I had known
it twenty years ago. Most farmers have s sur-
plus of stale fat and dirty greass, which can be
made into good candles at s trifling expense. I

t both tallow and lard candles through the
last summer, the lard candles standing tbe heat
best, and burning quite as well, and giving as
good a tight as the tallow ones. Directions for
making good candles from lard : For twelve
pounds of lard take one pound of satpeter, and
one pound of alum ; mix them sud pulverize ;
dissolve the saltpeter and alum in a gill of
boiling hot water, pour the compound into the
lard before it is all melted ; siir the whole until
it boils, ekim off what rises ; letit simmer until
the water is all boiled out, or until it ceases to
throw off steam ; pour off the lard as soon as it
is done, and clean the boiler while it is hot. If
the candles are to be run you may commence
immediately ; if to be dipped, let the lard cool
first to a cake, and then treat as you would
tallow”

Cheap Ice-Houses.

A farmer wrote to the N, Y. Farmer’s Club :—
“ A yesr ago I hed my sttention called to sn
ice-house built by & /armer near me, which was
simply a bin med. with rough boards ten foet
square, and roofed over, leaving a large opening
at the front and sides. He said his ice kept
perfectly till the next winter. He put on s layer
of sawdust about a foot thick on the ground,
and thea stacked the ice snugly in the centre
eighteen or twenty feet from the walls, and filled
in with sawdust, aad up over the top a foot or
more thick. Last winter, before filling my ice-
house, I determined to try this method. I ac-
cordingly tore out all the inside wall and shovel-
led out the sawdust ; then filled by stacking in
snugly in the centre fifteen or twenty inches
from the wall. This space I filled in with pine
sawduat, and covered the whole over the top a
foot or more. I left out the window before men-
tioned, and took down my door and left it all
open; so that the sun can shine in there every
dey. At the present time I bave an sbundance
of ice, and the cakes seem to come out as equare
aod perfect as when they went in.”

To make Cows give Milk.

A writer who says his cow gives all the milk
that is wanted in a family of eight persotis, and
from. which was made two hundred and sixty
pounds of butter in the year, gives the follow-
ing as his treatment. He says : ** If you desire
to get a iarge yield of rich miik give your cow,
three times & day, water slightly warm, slightly
salted, in_which brap has been stirred at the
rate of one quart to two gallons of water. You
will find, if you bave not found this by daily
practice, that your cow will gsin twenty-five per
cent immediately under the effect of it, and she
will become so attached to the diet as to refuse
to drink clear water unless very thirsty, but this
mess she will drink almost any time and ask for
more. The.amount of this drink is an ordipary
pailfal each time, morming, noon, snd night.
Your animal will then do her best at discounting
the lacteal. Four hundred pounds of butter are
often obtained from good stock, and instances
‘are mentioned where'the yield was even at a
higher figure.

WintER BUTTER.—For a twelve-quart pail of
oresm, take ome good-sized
‘oarrot, and grate it into s pan of skim milk. Let
it four or five hours.. ‘When the cream is
in churn, warm the milk and carrot and
i through a cloth into the cream. The
oes not injure the' butter a particle, but
a rich colour and fine flavour.
