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endowed by virtuous and disinterestcd men for the pur.
pose of meeting the growing desire of the People for
the caretn l edication of their Childrcn: --l' erefusal
of justice with regard to the accusations bruuglht by
this HFouse, in the name of the People, against Judges,
for flagrant acts of malversation, and for ignorance and
violation of the Law :--The refusals on the part of the
Governors, and more especially of the present Gover-
nor in Chief, to communicate to this House the inithr-
mation asked for by it, from time to tine, and whiclh it
hat a right to obtain, on a great number of subjects
connected with the public business of the Province
The refusal of Your Majesty's Government to reimburse
to the Province, the amount which the late Receiver
General was a defaulter; and its neglect to enforce the
recourse which this Province was entitled to against the
property and person of the said late Receiver General.

1-laving ihus shown by the fiithful statement of facts
vhich we have thus laid belore Your Majesty, that
the Laws and Constitution of this Protince have
not at any period been administered in a manner more
contrary to the interests of Your Maje<tv's Government,
ani to the rights of the People. thanu uander the present
Adnmin isiration, it. becomes our duty most respectfully
to inforn Your 3ajesty, that we have prayed the Ho-
norable the louse of Comnons, to bring Articles of
Impeachment, before the lloIuse of Lords, against His
Exceliency Mathew Witwortih Alimer, Lord im.4yer
of Bairath, the present Governor in Chief of this Pro-
vince, for having, while actinig as Governor, in contra-
diction to the wishtes of Parlianent, ani to any instrue-
tions lie can have receivel, against the ionor and
dignity of the Crown, and the riglits and privileges
of this House and the People wlom i ripreszints,
so recomposed the Legislaitive Council, as to auig-
ient the (lissentions wlhich rend this Colony ;-for

having seriously iîiipeded the labors of this Hotuse,
acting as the Grand Inquest of: the Country: for lia.
ving disposed of the Public Revenue of the Province,
against the consent of the IRepreserntatives of the People,
and iii violation of the Law and of the Constitution
for laving maintained existing abuses. and created new
ones ;-for having refised to sign a.Writ for the.Elec-
tion of a Representative, to fill a vacancy which hiad
happened in this House, ani to complete the number Of
Representatives estat>bshed by law for this lrovince;-
and generally for and on account of his .illegal, unjust
and unconstitutional A dmilinistration of the Governiment
of this Province; and against such of the wicked and
perverse advisers who have minsled l himl, as this Iouse
nay hereafter accuse, if there be no means of obtaining
justice againist them in this Province, or at the hands of
Youir Majesty's Exectutive Guvernment in England.

Ve.therefore humbly pray that Your MAlajesty will
bO pleased to take our present A ddress into favora-
ble consideration, to give Your Majesty's Royal sane-
tion to any mensure which may be propos i .by either
House of the Parliament of the United Kingdom,
tending to remedy the defects which exist lu the
Laws and Constitution of this Province in a man-
ner conformable to the interests and rights of the
People thereof and of this House; to sec that the
abuses anidgrievances which have prevailed and which
stili prevail in this Province, are fully andentire ly re-
dresed,-and to cause the authors and perpL trators of
them to be punished in a mnanner consistent with the
justice and honor of the People of England, and with
the dignity of the Crown ; and to exert the wholc sone
influence of Your Majesty's. Royal Prerogativc, for thle
purpose of preventing the recur rence of the same griev-
ances and abuses in future, and to the end thait ihe
Laws and Constitution of the Province nay be consti-
tutionally, equitably,.and impartially administered.

And as by inclination and by duty we are led and
bound to do, we shall ever pray fbr Your Majesty's
sacred Person. To
