Dominion Prohibition

It has heen suggested that a change
be made in the Dominion Electors Act
in certain particulars so as to provide
at the hoiding of every general elec-
tion an opportunity for the elector to
indicute on his ballot whether he is in
{avor of legislation to prohibit the im-
portution, manufacture and sale of in-
toxicating liquors as a beverage. The
proposed amendment to the act would
further provide, if at the close of any
such election, say 52 per cent of the
voters shall rave voted in favor of such
prohibition, then at the following ses-
sion of the Dominion parliament legis-
lation with that object shall be enacted.

This would be alright, but about the
time the change was being made some
true friend of prohibition would re-
quire that a majority of four-fifths be
obtained.
