The termination of the wool season and 

the publication of the annual statistics 
brings under the notice of thé Sydney 
Morning Herald, just to hand by the 
steamship Warrlmoo, another year’s re­
sults of the staple industry of the colo­
ny. Notwithstanding some slight report­
ed reduction in the number of sheep and 
the considerable fall In the price of wool 
during the last few years, which might 
be supposed to discourage the enterprise, 
the record is still one of progrêss. The 
customs returns show the total export of 
New South Wales wool, seawise and 
overland, to have been 1,026,491 bales, as 
compared with 968,976 halés In the pre­
vious year, being an Increase of 62,525 
bales. That the principal industry of the 
colony should have thus advanced 6.4 per 
cent, as compared with an addition of 
about 2.3 per cent, to the population 
shows that it is more than holding Its 
position. All the other Australian colo­
nies exported 569,500 bales, giving an In­
crease of about 2,100 bales, or barely 1-2 
per cent.
amounting to 1,696.000 bales for the year, 
exceeded that of 1883-4 by $46,000 bales, or 
4.2 per cent. The figures unmistakably 
indicate growth. The progress for the 
year, however, has not been quite equal 
to that for the decade. Froth Australia, 
since 1884-5, the. export has increased by 
716,200 bales, equal to 81 per cent., or 
more than 6 per cent, per annum.

As to these, the main element relied 
upon in the project is the shortened dis­
tance, and it is argued that our North­
western states as well as Manitoba, may 
profit by the enterprise.

The greatest 
gain would be that of the North Sas­
katchewan region, since Edmonton would 
save about 1,300 miles over the Montreal

The question which capitalists have to 
consider is whether a transatlantic route 
which will be used only three to four 
months a year can'compete-successfully 
with the other routes further south, 
which are open so much longer, and are 
already built and established. An esti­
mate made last autumn was that the 
railway would cost about $20,000,000, and 
this was that of enthusiastic projectors.
A considerable stretch of railway, we be­
lieve, was laid years ago and then fur­
ther work was abandoned. The country 
up to the Saskatchewan river, or per­
haps 300 miles in all, is partially capable 
of development into farm lands, but the 
remaining and larger part of the route is 
a wilderness where the frost stays in 
the ground a great part of the year, al­
though there are some vague statements 
of its value for timber and mineral. But 
even in the summer months there is a 
danger of blocking or injury1 by ice, as 
shown by the case of the Alert, already 
mentioned, and the risks of navigation 
would make insurance rates high, while 
freights would also have to be Increased, 
apparently, to cover risks. Shortness of 
distance may appeal to the ey 
measurements on the map, but shor 
in average time of transit, taking the 
chances of delay, is quite another mat­
ter.

bales, while from Sydney and Newcastle 
only 294,000 bales were shipped. Five lines 
of * Victorian railways to New South 
Wales’ borders, with differential rates in 
favor of its wool growers, offered facili­
ties and attractions which it was believed 
would secure the trade for the Victorian 
metropolis. But the extension of New 
South Wales’ railways has brought larg­
er proportions of her fleece to Sydney 
and Newcastle, adding 462,700 bales, or 167 
per cent, to the quantity shipped 10 years 
back from Sydnéy and Newcastle. To 
Victorian ports there was In the spme 
time an increase of 155,800 bales, or 47 
per cent. The ’statistics now show that 
from the New South Wales Pacific ports 
756,700 bales were despatched to foreign 
markets, while the quantity from Vic­
toria was 485,800 bales. At the present 
rate of increase, within much less than a 
decade, from Sydney to Newcastle will be 
shipped more than double the quantity of 
wool that goes from the Victorian ports. 
The trend of the business is unmistak-

"While the predominance of New 
Wales as a sheep-growing territory has 
been thus apparent, and the direction of 
the wool for shipment to the ports of 
Sydney and Newcastle has Increased 
evert more rapidly than the growth of 
the Industry, statistics indicate In a still 
more pronounced degree, the development 
of the Sydney market for wool. There 
have been frequent discussions in Eng­
land and the colonies as to the wisdom 
of selling wool in Australia. But ex­
perience seems to show that it is to the 
Interests of growers and buyers alike 
that the fleece should be sold in the local 
markets. Every year an increasing pro­
portion of the clip has been bought at 
Sydney, Melbourne, Geelong, and Ade­
laide, the ports to which the business Is 
now confined. Of the total clip 57 per 
cent, was sold in the Australian market 
last year, where only 43 per cent, was 
disposed of in 1884-5. In Sydney the en­
largement of the trade has been most 
marked, the increase in the decade hav­
ing been 319,000 bales, or 300 per cent., 
while the increases In Melbourne and 
Geelong were 130,142 bales, or 65 per cent., 
and in Adelaide 32,000 bales, or 100 per 
cent. From the sale of 106,000 bales 10 
years back, the business done in Sydney 
last year reached- 425,000 bales, as against 
260,000 bales in Melbourne and 64,000 bales 
in Adelaide. Whatever doubt there may 
have been In 1884, when 198,000 bales were 
sold In Victoria, against 106,000 bales In 
Sydney, as to which market was to be­
come predominant, none can be enter­
tained now. With the prospect of large 
additions in the near future from Queens­
land, the comparative magnitude of the 
Sydney trade promises to be much more 
pronounced .

A remarkable feature of the customs 
figures is that 41,600 hales of wool were 
shipped at Sydney and Newcastle for sale 
in the southern colony. Ten years agb, 
when nearly twice as much wool was sold 
in the Victorian warehousese as in those 
of Sydney, it was said in Melbourne that 
the larger market justified the extra cost 
of shipment thence and higher sale 
charges of the southern port. Whatever 
force there then was in such contention 
has entirely disappeared, for Sydney has 
now nearly twice as large a market as 
Melbourne, and would have much more 
than twice but for this shipment of 41,000 
bales seawise to Victoria to sày nothing 
of the additional quantity carried south­
ward across the border. Of course, It 
New South Wales growers send their 
produce by preference for sale to Mel­
bourne nothing need be said, though it 
seems almost incredible that they should 
do so. But if it be true, as experts al­
lege, that this wool is removed under 
lien by institutions whose interests lie in 
its sale in the Victorian capital, and who 
send it there in disregard of economic 
cohsideratlons, to the prejudice of the 
growers, there is ground for protest. 
Sydney Is not the only cheaper port for 
shipment, but the wool, it is claimed, is 
still sold there at rather less expense- 
than in Melbourne, and therefore to ship 
it to the latter market through Sydney 
or Newcastle, and thus to debit it with 
two port charges, requires for its justifi­
cation much more than is apparent. If 
the larger market of Melbourne 10 years 
ago warranted the shipment from New 
South Wales, as was said at the time, 
then wool from Victoria should now go 
to the larger market at Sydney, not go 
to the smaller Victorian market. That is 
a* view which mortgagees may fairly be 
called on to take. Nothing can bç gain­
ed by Australia from an addition to the 
cost of the handling, carriage and sale 
of its staple product. The expense of 
sending 41,000 bales of wool from Sydney 
and Newcastle has to be borne by some 
one; and nobody will seriously question 
that it must eventually, fall upon the. 
grower, who at present needs every pen­
ny that he gets for his wool. While, 
thei efore, there is room for these passing 
reflections on certain aspects of the wool 
trade, the growth of the Industry other­
wise gives cause for gratification, which 
is strengthened by the better .tone of the 
foreign markets.

The desperate condition of the Conser­

vative party could not be more strikingly 
evidenced than by the continuance of the 
Hon. Clarke Wallace in office. The 
ridiculous anomaly Is presented of a 
Minister condemning the Administration 
on a most important measure and still 
remaining part and parcel of that Ad­
ministration. Clearly if Mr. Wallace 
has lost confidence in the Cabinet he 
should at once disàssociate himself 
from it. But he clings to his Depart­
ment and gives no hint of resigning. 
Imagine Sir John A Macdonald or Sir 
John Thompson tolerating such conduct 
for a single moment! If either of those 
statesmen were at the head of the Gov­
ernment now a peremptory demand 
would be made upon the Controller to 
step down and out and give place to one 
who could act with his colleagues in 
public matters. Our exchanges, especial­
ly those from Ontario, are laughing 
heartily over the situation and regard it 
as the culminating farce in a. political 
comedy that has brought infinite dis­
credit upon the Country. The Kingston 
Whig, for instance, says: Hon. Clarke 
Wallace has given another evidence of 
the peculiar position he occupies, name­
ly, that of a conspirator against the 
Government.of which he is a supposed 
member. At Halifax in his opening ad­

PROPORTIONS OF THE VICTORY.
By a series of shaded maps represent­

ing the results of the last general elec­
tions in the London metropolitan dis­
trict the Pall Mall Gazette has made 
visible to the eye the striking proportions 
of the victory lately won by the Union­
ists. It should be borne in mind that 
since the latest distribution of seats was 
made the so-called metropolitian district 
returns 59 members to Parliament, in 
addition to the two members represent­
ing the city proper. That is to say, 
the British metropolis has, within 11 
votes, as much wSight in the House of 
Commons as the whole kingdom of Scot­
land. In the municipal 1 election for 
members of the County Council the so- 
called Progressives had repeatedly beaten 
the Moderates, and by those who assume 
that these terms are convertible with 
Liberals and Conservatives it was taken 
for granted that In the Parliamentary 
contest Just concluded the supporters^of 
Lord Rosebery would carry a majority 
of the metropolitan seats. As a matter 
of fact, although all Moderates are pro­
bably Unionists, it ts by no means true 
that all Progressives are Gladstonians, 
and this should have been clear enough

This, even in 1885, when the 

Gladstonians returned to Westminster as 
atony members as the Conservatives and 
Irish Nationalists combined, they car­
ried only 26 out of the 61 seats pertain­
ing to the metropolitan district. In 1886, 
after the secession of the JPissident 
Liberals compelled Mr. Gladstone to ap­
peal to the country, his followers retain­
ed 11 metropolitan seats. Six years later 
the Gladstonians recovered sufficient 
Strength to return 26 members, the same 
number elected by them in 1885.

-He took two or three 
faltering steps, hesitated for a moment 
and then rushed onto the track, 
train was going slower then he had ever 
noticed it before. It was, he judged, only 
six or eight feet from the man when he 
jumped. There were two people stand­
ing not far behind Slade, perhaps 15 or 
20 feet. Witness thought they would see 
him, but apparently they did not. It 
would have behn exceedingly difficult to 
have stopped him, anyway. From thè 
man’s manner It was evident that he 
intended to kill himself. He was not 
talking to the two men referred to.' 
Witness did not know who they were. 
Slade’s actions were peculiar. He fal­
tered like a imam in a highly nervous 
condition. He was apparently struck 
by the cylinder.

Wdtfhout retiring the Jury brought in 
the following verdict: “That deceased, 
John Slade, came to his death from 
Jumping in front of an express train with 
suicidal intent while An a fir of despon­
dency; tbe jury exonerates the C. P. R., 
and its employes from all blame.”
