ed him. After the collision with Faus
he drove the car around to Cambie
street and then fled. The deserted car
with the front light smashed in and
the speedometer showing a record of
Ssixty-four miles an hour, was found
a few minutes afterwards.

In sentencing Hughes his lordship
told him he¢ intended to try an ex-
periment.
