The Canadian 
Pott urges the necessity of adopting 
every reasonable and proper means 
to place the party in the strongest 
possible position in Parliament and be­
fore the country.

That the colonies are competitors with 
the English farmers for their best hands, is 
a fact which the Kentish difficulty will 
impress on the minds of the farmers of the 
Mother Country. It is admitted that by 
reducing wages to starvation point the 
farmers are only stimulating emigration. 
Farming has become unprofitable in Eng­
land by reason of the increased rents de­
manded by the landowners, and because of 
active competition encountered from for- 
e;gn countries. During the past ten years 
the value of meat imported from abroad 
has more than doubled, while that of 
cereals and meat together has trebled. A 
re-adjustment of the rents of farms is urged 
as an absolute necessity to prevent distress 
among the farmers, and the consequent 
emigration of the best portion of Ihe agri­
cultural labour. Already farms are being 
thrown upon landlords’ hands, and a crisis 
appears to be approaching. The plea of 
Hodge for an increased pittance will un­
doubtedly lead to an earnest discussion re­
specting the tenure and rent of land in 
England, and to the careful consideration 
of the advantages afforded by the colonies 
to agricultural labourers and small farmer*.

CANADIAN.

Close of the Exhibition.
New York, Dec. 8.—The International 

Dairy Fair, which has been a complete suc­
cess, closed on Saturday evening. The 
speech of the occasion was made by Mr. 
Francis D. Moulton, who gave a length­
ened and minute exposition of the dairy­
man’s millennium. This fair, it appears, 
had its origin ii^a resolution passed by the 
American Dairymen’s Association, at a 
meeting held in January last at Cleveland, 
Ohio. There had never, he thought, been 
gathered together a finer-looking or more 
intelligent body of men than those whom 
the present fair had assembled in the 
American Institute building. He did not 
utter this in mere compliment, but simply 
for the purpose of illustrating the effect 
upon mind, morale, and physique, of con­
stant association with the dairying interests 
of this country. Take two counties, re­
presenting the oldest and the youngest 
dairy districts in America — Herkimer 
county, N.Y., and Jones county, Iowa. 
There were 'in gaol in Herkimer county 
only five convicts, and in Jones county, 
containing a population of 32,000, there 
were only eight paupers. Mr. Moulton 
did not care to push this argument to the 
point of iiuding in it a re-solution of the 
pauper problem, but he did not see any 
reason why, in the near future, America 
should not furnish England with at least 
300,000,000 pounds of cheese a year, and 
with the larger proportion of the $50,000,- 
000 worth of butter that she imports yearly 
from the continent of Europe. Mr. Moul­
ton predicted a future European demand 
for American cheese of about 1,420,000,000 
pounds—or four times our present yearly 
product. The American consumption, about 
five pounds a year per capita, might be 
double with advantage to economy and to 
public health, and this would ultimately 
cafl for 200,000,000 pounds a year in ad­
dition to the present consumption. Mr. 
Moulton contrasted’ the creamery system 
with the farm dairy mode of making but­
ter, showing the great advantages of the 
latter.

The Intercolonial private car which ac­
commodated the vice-regal party, left Mont­
real for Ottawa on Saturday to be at the 
disposal of the Governor.

The debentures of Quebec city, issued for 
the construction of the new Dufferin Ter­
race, are to be sold in this country, 
offers having been received for them.

On Saturday, the 28th inst., a poll will 
be held in Prince County, P.E.I., to deter­
mine whether or not the Canada Temper­
ance Act shall be put in force in that 
county.

Edward Kelt, Drum-major of the 13th 
Battalion, died on Tuesday. He was 
over forty years in this country, and was 
present in twelve engagements with the 
British Army.

The residence of Henry Bulmer at Mont­
real, was entered on Friday night, by 
burglars and plate to the value of $600 
stolen. The residence of Dr. R. P. Howard 
was also burglarised.

Cyrille Dugal, against whom a verdict 
of manslaughter was found and sustained 
by the Quebec Court of Appeals last week, 
will not be sentenced until the April term 
of the Criminal Court.

The llev. Dr. Sullivan, of Chicago, has 
received a call to St. George’s church, 
Montreal, the rectorship of which has been 
rendered vacant by the election of Dean 
Bond to the bishopric.

The December sittings of the Frontenac 
County Court and General Sessions opened 
on Tuesday. The Sheriff presented Judge 
Price with a pair of white gloves, there 
being no criminal cases for trial.

Mr. Thomas White, * M. P., has left 
Montreal for Washington, to attend, as re­
presentative of the Dominion Board of 
Trade, the meeting of Presidents of the 
various Boards of Trade of the United 
States.

The Belleville Council hare resolved to 
apply to the Dominion Parliament for an 
Act giving them power to build a bridge 
across the bay ; also, for the building of a 
breakwater to close the eastern channel of 
the river near the mouth of the harbour.

A large deputation of citizens of Quebec, 
representing the Quebec fire loan interest, 
waited upon Mr. Premier Joly and his 
colleagues on Monday afternoon in regard 
to their indebtedness towards the Provin­
cial Government in connection with the 
loan, the object being to make such re­
presentations of the situation as might in­
duce the Government to consent to such a 
reduction in accordance with the hard­
ness of the times as should be necessary to 
effect a permanent settlement of the ques­
tion. Mr. Shehyn introduced the deputa­
tion and Mr. Bheaume acted as speaker. 
The Premier assured the deputation that 
he was impressed with the importance of 
the matter, and would give it his earliest 
attention as soon as he could get through 
with the more urgent railway business 
which now engages his attention.

The Quebec Chronicle printed on Monday 
morning a list of 320 men, women and chil­
dren, settlers from that city and neighbour­
hood, who emigrated since the 1st of 
August to the Lake St. John district, all 
of whom were carried at merely nominal 
rates up the Saguenay by the St. Lawrence 
Steam Navigation Co. Besides these, 
almost 200 more have, during the same 
period, gone overland by way of Stone- 
barn and the new colonization road. If 
these new settlers can survive the winter, 
a comfortable future is believed to be be­
fore them in the Lake St. John district, 
but unfortunately they went so late in the 
year as to be now in a destitute condition 
at the commencement of winter, and recent 
letters say that few of them will be able 
to survive unless assistance in the shape of 
provisions for the winter, and seed for the 
spring, is forwarded to them.

The rumour that the Duke of Edinburgh 
will shortly be promoted to thf rank of 
Admiral, and will then visit Halifax to 
take command of the British fleet on the 
North American station, promises to prove 
a statement of fact. At a Scottish festi­
val held the other day in Halifax, Admiral 
Inglefield and Lieutenant-General Mc­
Dougall were among the distinguished 
guests. The Admiral, in acknowledging 
the toast of the Navy, repeated the 
rumour respecting Prince Alfred, to whose 
excellent qualities as a sailor and officer 
he paid tribute ; declared that if he should 
be promoted to an Admiral’s position over 
the heads of some others, nobody would 
complain ; and wound up by reiterating 
the statement that the Prince would be 
his successor in command of the squadron. 
Of course, these remarks were carefully 
worded, no doubt to prevent the enthusi­
astic Haligonians from immediately enter­
ing upon the work of preparing addresses, 
and even a story was sandwiched in to the 
effect that an Indian woman, who had 
heard of the arrival of the Black Prince, 
came to Halifax specially to see the Duke 
of Edinburgh, because she had never known 
before that the Great Mother the Queen 
had a coloured son.

Prominent among the Canadian national 
works which have been undertaken and 
carried to a successful completion must be 
ranked the deepening of the channel from 
Montreal to Quebec, so as to allow ocean 
steamships to reach the first named port. 
This work was advocated by both political 
parties, and found a warm champion in the 
late Hon. John Young who at the time of 
his death was chairman of the Montreal 
Harbour Commission, which had charge of 
the undertaking. A mighty change has 
been wrought in the ship channel since the 
work of improvement was inaugu­
rated in 1851. At the close of 
that season a channel seventy-five 
feet in width, with a depth of fourteen feet, 
was obtained. The work has been vigor­
ously prosecuted since that time, until a 
vessel passed from Quebec to the entrance 
of the Lachine canal through a channel 
three hundred feet wide and twenty-two 
deep. Four years has been occupied in 
obtaining the last two feet of depth, the 
cost amounting to more than half a million 
dollars, exclusive of plant. The construc­
tion of this ship channel marks the comple­
tion of an important link in the works 
undertaken by the Dominion for improving 
the whole system of interior navigation.

They 
will take this kind of freight from Halifax 
to Liverpool at 60s., or about the same rate 
as via Portland. Canadian shippers will 
thus be saved the expense and trouble of 
bonding the goods.

On Saturday the North Simcoe railway 
was completed. The line connects with 
the Northern railway at Harrison’s Cross­
ing, and terminates at Peuetanguishene. 
It is thirty-four miles long, and runs 
through a very sparsely settled country. 
Five months only was occupied in build­
ing the road despite many difficulties in­
cidental to a comparatively unsettled dis­
trict.

The Montreal detectives have succeeded 
in breaking up the gang of thieves that has 
been operating in that city for several 
weeks past. There were thirty-five in all 
who had formed the Star Club, and had a 
room on Craig street, where they carried 
on gambling and secreted their stolen 
goods. Some members of respectable 
families in the city belonged to the Club, 
among them young Shannon, Jack Elliott, 
and Phillips, whom the detectives are now 
endeavouring to arrest.

In the person of the Hon. Donald Gunn, 
who died at St. Andrew’s, Manitoba, on the 
30th ult., one of the oldest residents of the 
North-West has passed away. Mr. Gunn 
was born in the parish of Falkirk, Caith­
ness, Scotland, in September, 1797. He 
entered the Hudson Bay Company’s service 
in 1813, in which year he came to America, 
and was stationed at York Factory, and 
later at Severn and Oxford House. He 
left the Company’s service in 1823, and has 
since resided in the Red River country.

The by-law for ten thousand dollars bonus 
to the Arthur Junction railway was car­
ried on Tuesday by a majority of 
sixty-six. The band and several citizens 
met the committee three miles out, 
and escorted them in with blazing torches.
