OF INDEPENDENCE

States” declared Henri Bourassa
of Montreal, editor 'of Le Devoir,
duriing an interview in Winn, peg

recently. .

“While 4 would prefer to see (a
nada an (ndependent country, 1 am
in no way inclined to the unreason
able. I go most assuredly consid
er that she should be either one
thrg or the other, either an iude-
pendent  country or a country
which has a say in the various pro

Mr. Bourassa declared the French
Canadians “are out and out loyal-
ists .for Canada, and we consider
that the only groumd on which we
can unite permanently with the

Continuing, Mr. Bourassa advocat
ed the open door policy of dmmigra
tion for the Dominion and stress
ed the fact that u;xleﬂs there was a
great deal of give and take on
both sides the East and West might
split at the 'head of the Lakes and
two countries be the result.

“I do not say that this will take
place, but unless the east and the
west Canadians smooth their differ
ences and become convinced that
the oOne \Yoes not ‘wsh to “pwt it
across’ the other, it will be nlost
difficult to avo.d an ultimate split.
If Canada is to remain as one unit
the Jprominent men of both easL
and west must “watch their step.”
