Valge of Concentrates In Ration.

A cattle feed igwvaluable to the ex-
tent ‘ti.containscthese substances
which *will*repair bocy tissue, builu
new-tissue and furnish energy to do
work. The’ particular ‘materials in a
food which’ have this power are pro-
tein, s the « flesh-forming -substance,
carbohydrates and fat, tlie fat and
energy «producers and the mineral
matter whieh has a great many func-
tions ‘in. thehe-iy.

Any feed that cdrries a high per-
centage Of-prolein' and fat and a
large amount of a digestible form of
the earpoh¥dratcs is called a concen-
trate@ feed or .°“concentrate. Thus
grains; ‘mill feeds and oil-cakes are
concentrates. - Ou the other hand, a
feed }aw in thege valuable constitu-
entszand’ Ngh in indigestiblé carbo-
Rydrates, or-crude fibre, as, for in-
stance, straw, -hay, corn stalks, are
called ronghage o1 bulky feeds. Roots
may~also Be put in this class because
they montain a yery high percentage
of water and they are for'this reason
bulky; g

These' bulky feeds have their place
in thé ration, indeed in the case of
full-fréwn ‘animals on maintenance
ration, ‘they piay form the whole of

1the fopd; but it is impossible for a

young-animal to make rapid growth,
& cow to give p large amouni of milk
.or a horse %% work hard on such
feed.” The hard woody fibre of the
straw axd hay are difficult to digest
and myea of the energy that should
go ta bmductlon of work or increase
is used up in digesting the food.
Consequently when production is de-
gired the amount of roughage feed
must be redanced and the concen-
trates increased.

Another reason why concentrates
must be used is that to get the larg-
est production we must have the ani-
mal~digest.- and absorb the maximum
amaunt of the various constituents
which together form a food. A cow
canpot lcng continue to furnish a
large amount of easein in milk unless
it géts the material from Mwhich to
form it from the food. Neither ¢an
a steer igake rapid growth and fat-
ten on a food that does not furnish
a large amount of the food constitu-
ents: ‘essential for growth. These
cannot be ‘supplied in the largest and
best’ quantities except by the use of
the concentrates. The coarser feeds
or rouyghage are necessary. to give
bulk. tq "thié ration, but there must
be an qbundance of easily-digestible
maténlaly 1f the ‘best results are to
be obtainéd and this is the ‘place of
firates in the ration, We want
some 86 feeds, even if they are
poorgy igested, but we also want
some cucentr o8 to supply the ma-
teridls “for “growth and production.
Furthumqm within eertain . limits
the moré of the concentirates féd the
gpreater” the production, - Prof., R,
Harcourt, O, A. College, Guelph.
