of republican France, in the worlde
wide known ocity that in ancient
limes was called Lucretia, will speak
the decisive word in regard to the
law of December 9, which will de—
termine whether that law will be a
rale of conduot for French Oatholios,
or whether, thanks to the blind
batred of seotarians, it will be an
instrumeot for religions persecution,
the oause of countless disasters and
perbaps even of the loss of life, and,
finelly, through God’s meroy, the
means of our deliverance.

Thus looms up the Pope today in
the Churoh of God. He will speak.
In the discharge of the obligations
imposed by -his apostolic offiee be
devotes himeelf to the safeguarding
of the interests of the Universal
Church. As he views it the Church
of France is not the only Church
sffected. The question of principle
involved in the French law of De-
cember 9 affects the ohurches of
Oatholic States that are bound to the
Holy See by econcordats.

What is that principle? =The
Kreneh Parlisment, by its own auth-
ority and in utter disregard of the
concordat of 1801 and of the lights
and liberties of the Catholic Chureb,
bas abolished the budget for public
worship (Art 2 of the Separation
Law;) it bhas confiiecated a part of
the property of the Church Board:
(Article 5;) it has sanctioned the
oationalization of eeclesiastical edi
fices (Article 12;) it has instituted
special aseociations which are intend-
¢ed to take the place of Charch
Boards (Artiole 18;) it hae, at ite
own gweet will, formulated rulee
regulating the manner in whick
Catbolic worsbip sball be conducted
(Article 25 and following articles.)

This manner of proceeding sug-
gests the question can the Pope con-
sent to such sacrifices? Can he
tolerate such attacks? Can he sub-
wit to such unjast encroachments o
the part of the civil power? Agaib,
san he adapt the new regime estab
lished by the. associations for reli-
gious worship to the legitimate and
iodispensable exigercies of the con-
slitationsl laws of the Chutholic
Cburchb? The Holy See is confront-
od by another question. At thie
time, when Free Masonry is putting
torth all ite energies to b.ing sbou!
s separation of Chuarch and State ir
all Catbolio counntries, ought 1he
Pope, in view of tho irsclent avd
brotal atlitade sscumed by the
Frevch Government, confine himself
o a merely formal protest, howeve:
energetic it may be, ard then ir
practice permit thé divine right o
he Cbuich to be overridden by the
iolence of this so-called law? Qagh
e by this paternal b¢ nevolence incu:
the risk of enovursging tbe audacity
f the ecemies of Christ in neigh
boring' countries?
