Farm Stock and ImplementsAS to president Clarke s new offer, 
which he considered an improvement in 
Hie original proposition, he urged its ac­
ceptance and the securing of any further 
concessions possible.

Referring to the resolution introduced 
by the member for Sturgeon he said he 
would under no circumstance counten­
ance the repudiation of a contract made 
by the province. He said the west was 
entering upon an era of great prosperity, 
an dthis was largely due to the policy 
of the Rutherford government and it 
would be disastrous to the credit of the 
province to repudiate a.contract once 
entered into. He further stated that the 
explanation offered by the attorney gen­
eral had served to clear up many incor­
rect impressions.

Member for Ponoka.
Dr. Campbell, of Ponoka, strongly sup­

ported the advisability of the A. St, G.W. 
Railway and expressed the belief that 
its construction was but the commence­
ment of one of the greatest railway en­
terprises in Canada. To the amusement 
of the house he referred to the special 
train upon which the junior member for 
Calgary (Mr. Bennett) was conveyed to 
Edmonton last Friday night. He said 
that he believed the member for Stur­
geon had been actuated in prolonging 
interminably his speech by the resolve 
"Bennett or Midnight." He wanted the 
junior member from Calgary to be in the 
House before a vote was taken. He com­
pared the rumors and insinuations made 
during the debate to a forecast of an 
ominous thunderstorm but which had re­
solved itself into a refreshing sunshow­

ing the past year. In its opening re­
marks, reference is made to the 
growth of the department since the 
late minister, Hon. W. T. Finlay, took 
charge. In the four years* develop­
ment the. staff had grown from three 
members to over fifty in number, with 
all the branches thoroughly organized. 
Reference is made to the appointment 
of the new minister and the death 
of the late T. B. R. Henderson, chief 
inspector of noxious weeds.

One of the most important state­
ments in the report is that there were 
102,200 head of cattle shipped in 1910 
from Alberta, making a considerable 
increase over the former year.

A General Increase.
Turning to the general work Of the 

department, the report shows that 
there has been a .steady increase in 
the general correspondence of the 
department, and in fact in the work 
of all the branches thereof. The en­
rollment of stallions each year shows 
a slight increase in the percentage of 
pure-bred animals enrolled as against 
the grades. It is a sad condmentary 
on the horse industry of the province 
to note that there are two grade stal­
lions standing for service to evtoy 
pure-bred one. '
