FOOL CATCHER SET UP NEAR 

MONACO.
A curious example of the stubborn 

imprudence of a large number of cy­
clists is furnished in the last number 
of the Revue Mensuelle, published by 
the Touring Club, says a Paris corre­
spondent. In the Alpes-Maritimes, not 
far from Nice or Monaco, there is a 
very dangerous descent, complicated 
by a treacherous turn, where there is 
a bridge overhanging a ravine. IT is a 
picturesque Ramingao bridge, with a 
rather low parapet, which does not 
obstruct the view, but which only poor­
ly guarantees the safety of the cyclists 
carried along by the centrifugal force. 
After repeated accidents, a warning 
was posted above the place. The acci­
dents continued all the same, and the 
Touring Club at last decided to save 
the scorchers in spite of themselves. 
After an understanding with the ser­
vice of bridges and roadways, the club 
placed a protecting het at this point, 
destined to catch the cyclists on the 
fly, after their terrible leap over the 
little parapet.

The first announcement of the ex­
istence of the net over, the abyss, plac­
ed there like a providential spider’s 
web, was received with incredulity. It 
was regarded as the employment of 
the legendary nets of St. Cloud. But 
the Ramingao net is not a myth. It 
exists, and is in good working order. 
It is an iron trellis, solidly braced. It 
was finished on April 5 last, and four 
days afterward was sampled for the 
first time by an unfortunate scorcher, 
whose machine was smashed against 
the parapet, and who was flying to­
ward a better world when he was sur­
prised to find himself picked up on the 
way by what seemed to him like a 
spring mattress. Now that is an emo­
tion that is recommended to the lovers 
of sport, and since then four other 
scorchers have been saved from cer­
tain death by this fool catcher. This 
gives an average of one life saved 
every week: and the question is, How 
many tourists during the past three or 
four years have tumbled over that 
bridge and into the ravine of Ramin­
gao?
