4. It shall be lawful for the mayor of the said 
city, and he is here by authorized and required 
to sign and issue the said debentures hereby 
authorized to be issued, and to cause the same 
and the interest coupons attached thereto, to 
be signed by the treasurer of the said city, and 
the clerk of the said city is hereby authorized 
and directed to attach the seal of the said city 
to the said debentures.

5. There shall be raised and levied annually 
by a special rate sufficient therefor on all the 
rateable property in the said city the sum of 
$2,640 for the payment of the interest during 
the currency of the a id debentures, and a so 
the sum of $1.176 79 for the payment of the said 
debt when due.

6. The moneys raised under the authority of 
this bylaw shall be applied for the purposes 
mentioned in the recitals of this bylaw as the 
council shall direct, and for no other purposes 
w hatsoever.

A most interesting address was that 

given by Mrs. Gordon Wright, of South 
London, on"Narcoties." Mrs. Wright has 
made herself thoroughly acquainted with 
the subject, occupying as she does the 
position of superintendent of narcotics in 
the Ontario W. C. T. U. She said many 
articles came under the one heading, but 
only one would be dealt with, and that was 
tobacco. "The use of tobacco has,” said 
Mrs. Wright, "dated back from the dis- 
covery of America, and since that time it 
has grown to an alarming extent. King 
James I. of England sent out an appeal 
against the use of the weed which 
rang from one end of the British 
Isles to the other. One of the 
popes of Rome even went so far as to ex- 
communicate members of the church in an 
attempt to prevent its use. But a refer- 
ence to our own Dominion would not be 
amiss. We had a short time ago in bond 
104,000,000 cigars, representing at retail 
prices about $25,000,000. In cigarettes, the 
use of which has grown to an alarming ex- 
tent, there were upwards of $40,000,000 
worth used, while in other kinds of to- 
bacco there were 7,000,000 pounds sold— 
all of which is consumed in our own 
Dominion, with a population of a little 
over 5,000,000. This would make an 
average expenditure per annum for each 
individual of $3, while the liquor bill 
reaches about $7 85 per individual in 
Canada. When these figures are com- 
pared with the amounts given for mis- 
sionary work a vast difference is found. 
In the latter case the average amount 
subscribed by each person is 11 cents. 
There is spent annually 225 times as much 
on tobaccos and liquor in the world as the 
combined forces of Christendom are giving 
for the evangelization of the world. Is it 
not time a stop was put to the 
business? Is there not cause for sadness 
when we know that 1,000,000,000 of people 
in heathen lands are lacking the light of the 
Gospel? There is another side of this

their observations: "Moved by Rev. 
Charles Smith, and seconded by Rev. J. R. 
Gundy, that as the convention of Christian 
workers has heard the very lucid address 
of Mrs. Gordon Wright, provincial super- 
intendant of narcotics of the W. C. T. U., 
and after a discussion of the subject show- 
ing that the use of cigarettes and tobacco 
in their various forms has most deplorably 
increased, and as we consider its close 
alliance with the liquor traffic, we desire 
to place on record our disapproval of 
the use of tobacco in any form, and 
especially by the young, and would urge 
upon the ministers of churches, Sunday 
school teachers and all Christian workers 
to aid in the crusade against this evil."

Millions have died in the faith of 
the book, and no efforts whatever have 
been successful in dethroning it from its 
imperial position. There is nothing of im- 
portance concerning our welfare of which 
it does not speak; it is full of difficulties of 
various kinds, which can only be sur- 
mounted by a thorough knowledge of the 
different books contained therein.

The most lengthy discussion of the ses-
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sion was on the subject, "‘Methods of Bible 
Study for Young People’s Societies,” dis- 
enssed by Mr. F. W. Daly, B.A. Mr. Daly 
thought that the Bible was not studied as 
it should be. Various methods were 
adopted; one was by topics, another by 
Bible characters. Such methods, however, 
are inadequate, as they are not self- 
comprehensive. What all should do is to 
lay out some definite plan by which could 
be secured an idea of the Bible as a whole, 
it being unable to teach the book unless it 
is understood, and it cannot be understood 
without study.

Rev. Dr. Antliff, Rev. R. J. Garbutt, 
Rev. W. Quance and Mr. Beale also took 
an active part in the discussion. Dr. 
Antliff thought the light of the New Testa- 
ment was needed on the Old to properly 
understand the latter.

Mr. Beale expressed the opinion that the 
international  series of lessons about covered 
the ground, and that Mr. Daly’s scheme 
was too complicated.

The question drawer was then opened.

The use of cigarettes has spoiled 
thousands of fine boys by creating in them 
a longing for drink, and ne zer has an early 
user of cigarettesformed a fine man—helacks 
energy and strength. It is not however, in 
the streets alone that the slaves of tobacco 
are found, but in the very best homes. Ata 
night school in this city it was recently 
learned that 30 out of 40 boys had been 
addicted to the use of tobacco in some 
manner. The Sunday school supplies a 
goodly number of victims, and as workers 
in that school the teachers are greatly 
hampered in attaining their desired end. 
Have we not entered upon the dawn of 
that day when the Lord calls upon his 
people to inquire into this matter minutely 
and say "Lord, what wilt thou have me to 
do? and whatever the answer may be to 
obey ?"

When Mrs. Wright concluded her ad- 
dress a general discussion arose on the 

question, after which Mr. Cox exhibited 
charts showing the effects of alcohol and 
narcotics upon the system.
