The special
correspondents Sunday night were al-
lowed to send the announcement that
the battle would be almost ‘certainly
resumed the foilowing day, and hence
official and popular anxiety is at a
high tension.

Churchill’s Story.

London, Jan. 22.—Winston Churchill
sends the following telegram:

‘“Gen. Buller’s headquarters, Spear=
man’s farm, Jan. 21, 9 p.m.—On Sun-
day Gen. Hart and his brigade fought
the Boers in Long Glen, between two
lines of hills. They were at it all day,
slowly driving the Boers from point
to point. When dusk fell they were in
a valley. They could not force the
Boers off the last eminence before
them, so the British retired to the last
kopje they had taken to bivouack.
Lord Dundonald’s cavalry, it is now
reported, holds a position at the ex-
treme left, that commands the road to
the Drakensburg range, Tintwa Pass,
and other lines of travel to the Free
State. Capt. Cayzer, expert signal of-
ficer, who had been in communication
with Ladysmith from Weenen, has ar-
rived here, and Buller is now in direct
communication with White by helio-
graph. The chief will not move from
here until Warren’s movement is com-
plete.

“Gen. Buller’'s Headquggters, Spear-
man’s farm, Natal, Jan. , 7T am.—It
was an eventful day for the British
corps under Buller yesterday. Fight-
ing began today with the English
troops in the positions they had won.
The main feature of yesterday’s fight-
ing was the artillery fire. A portion
of Warren’s division, under Gen. Clery,
supported by a strong force of field
artillery, at daybreak took further ad-
vanced positions toward Spion Xop.
Only slight opposition was encounter-
ed. The Boers retiring to higher
ridges northward, which they held in
the face of a vigorous artillery bom-
bardment, lasting until dark.”

“The naval guns and howitzer bat-
tery, in advance of Buller's main
column, strongly bombarded the Boer
trenches, which previously had been
located by balloon. Part of Lyttle-
ton’s brigade advanced during the
f(_)renoon from kopjes extending on the
right and left flanks, and taking close
cover. The Boers replied with rifle
fire. Later the remainder of the bri-
gade, supported by the 61st Field Bat-
tery, also advanced, the latter open-
ing a fire on the trenches on the right.
There was a heavy rifle fire again
from the Boers, and also an occasion-
al shot from a Hotchkiss gun; other-
wise, on both occasions, the Boers re-
solutely declined to respond to artil-
lery. At dusk a heavy mist and
thunderstorm dnterrupted the fight-
ing, when the British apparently were
close to the Boer trenches.

TO CUT ENEMY IN TWO.
London, Jan. 22.—A dispatch to the
Times from Spearman’s Camp, dated

It is remarked that the
Boers thus far have used lttle artil-
lery, from which it is judged that their
guns are already mounted on tactical
positions, from which the British will
i have to dislodge the republicans before
reaching Ladysmith.

There is no confirmation of the report
that Lord Dundonald has entered
Ladysmith.
