HIS RACE HORSES

Toronto, August 28.—A turn which

London, Aug. 20.—King George has de­
cided upon extensive alterations in the 
royal racing stable as at present main- 
tained, and few of the horses now in the 
care of Richard Marsh, at Egerton 
House, Newmarket, will be seen carrying 
the royal colors next season.

Both the King and Lord Marcus Beres- 
ford, the manager of the royal stud, are 
of the opinion that the majority of these 
horses are not worth their keep, and 
in this Mr Marsh concurs.

It is stated that there are a few good 
yearlings in the paddocks at Sandring- 
ham that may "come on" for next year, 
but of the twenty-one horses now main- 
tained at Newmarket by the King most 
will go under the hammer when the 
autumn sales are held at headquarters.

The King purposés to visit Newmarket, 
in company with Lord Marcus Beresford, 
in order to discuss the future of the royal 
stud. It is known that the King is op- 
posed to the leasing of race horses, pre- 
ferring to breed his own, and one or two 
good mares will soon be purchased on his 
behalf to strengthen the Sandringham 
stud farm. Next year. It is understood, 
the King is not likely to have more than 
half a dozen horses in training.

Prince is Midshipman.
The Prince of Wales is the only mem- 

ber of the royal family, who is not mak- 
ing holidaying just now, for he is serving 
as a midshipman on board H. M. 8. 
Hindustan. It is not, however, the King’s 
intention that his eldest son shall make 
the navy his profession.

In a few months, probably three at the 
utmost, he will leave the Hindustan and 
join a crack cavalry regiment — not the 
Tenth Hussars, which was his father’s 
regiment, but the Eighteenth Hussars, 
the special ground for this choice being 
that it is his mother’s regiment, “Queen 
Mary’s Own."

Since the investiture of the Prince of 
Wales his correspondence has become 
considerable. It includes letters from all 
sors and conditions of people in various 
parts of the world. There are begging 
letters, requests for his patronage, docu- 
ments from enterprising companies ask­
ing him to invest, letters from philan- 
thropists seeking assistance tor their pet 
schemes.

A considerable part of the correspond­
ence comes from America. As a matter of 
fact, none of these letters ever reaches 
the prince, the bulk going straight up to 
the waste-paper basket.

Takes Serious Outlook.
The prince is said to have a fancy for 

letter-writing, and has some power of 
description, but his outlook is strangely 
solemn for so young a boy. It was the 
venerable Prince Christian, who has seen 
his eightieth birthday, who exclaimed on 
receipt of birthday congratulations from 
the prince. "Oh, the solemnity of the 
boy."

As soon as the prince was made a 
knight of the garter several European 
sovereigns expressed a desire to bestow 
decorations upon him. King George, 
however, made a general request that 
these proposed honors should be post­
poned for a time until his son is a little 
older.

One of the first of the foreign honors 
to be handed to the prince will be the 
black eagle of Prussia. The Kaiser 
would have handed this to him when he 
was in England last May, had it not 
been for the request of the King. Other 
orders to which the prince will belong 
are the gulden fleece of Spain, St. An- 
Austria.
