PARNELL AT LIVERI'OOL.

Parnell arrived at Liverpool
afternoon. He was met by a deputation
of liberals, who presented him with an
address. In reply, Parnell advised the
electors of Lancashire o give a full sup-
vort to Mr. Gladstone at the next elec-
tion. At a banquet given in his honor
this evening, a check for £3,500, the
amount collected in  Liverpool for the
Parnell defense fund, was handed to
Parnell, who gratefully acknowledged
the honor. In thanking the donors for
the gift, Parnell said he thought him-
self entitled to boast that he was the
first Irishman who had been so treated
by Englishmen. That they had started
the subscriptions before Sir Charles
Russell had sueceded in winning the
victory for him. Parnell reiterated
his declaration that the object of the
Home Rulers was to secure the indus-
trial development of Ireland. There
was once, he admitted, some justificatlon
for their hostility to England; but now
they joyfully entered with the Liberals
into the battle which he trusted would
soon come.

Loxpox, Dec. in.—The Admiralty,
as an act of precaution in view of the
possible straining of relations lLetween
England and Portugal regarding their
possessions in Africa, has made arrange-
ments for the transfer of the depot and
hospital stores for the Mediterranean
and Channel squadrons from Lisbon.
Orders were recently issued for the war
ship Agamemnon, at Zanzibar, to re-
join the Mediterranean  squadron.
These orders have since been counter-
manded and the vessel will remain at
Zanzibar. There is now no doubt what-
soever that unless the Government at
Lisbon shall recede from its untenable
position without unnecessary delay,
they will find the republican uprising
within her borders to be one of the very
last of her troubles.

The precautionary action of the
admiralty in arranging for the removal
of the naval and hospital stores for the
Mediterranean and Channel fleets from
Lishon at any mo—ent the transfer may
Ve deemed mnecessary or expedi-
ent, has aroused a  surprising-
ly intense and witlestread war-
like sentiment here. n addition
to this measure the admirulty has also
issued orders to the Mediterranean
squadron to remain until further notice
within reach; that is to say, where the
vessels can be communicated with by
telegraph in case of any overt act of
hostility or contumacy on the part of
Portugal. That the government is
thoroughly in earnest in its resolve to
call Portugal to account for her
treachery, rapacity and downright rob-
bery in South Africa is certain.

RIPPED OUT HIS OWN BOWE!: 8.

Horrible Suicide of a Man Made Insane
by the Pain of Disease.

SAN Francrsco, Dec. 18.—One of the
most horrible cases of suicide ever re-
corded in this city occurred early this
morning, the victim being Milo Balla-
bosich, a Slavonian.
fering from a painful disease of the in-
testines, and became insane.

This morning a man who occupied
the same room with him awakened to
find Ballabosich standing oun the floor
naked, with a frightful gash across the
abdomen, and covered with blood. The
man rushed from the room and notified
the police.

‘When the officers arrived, the mad-
man was tearing out his vitals, cutting
them off and scattering the pieces over
the floor. He was taken to/the hospi-
tal, where he died severat’ houus later.

Dr. Foulkes says this is the miost in-
teresting case that has ever come to his
notice ; ‘‘for,” he said, ‘‘this madman
has actually performed an operation
which, if it had been done scientifically
and a little sooner, his life would have
been saved. He haddeliberately opened
his abdomen and eut from it a diseased
?ortiou of the intestines. He was suf-
ering from intersusception of the bow-
els, or, in other words, portions of the
intestines were telescoped, and it was
these portions that he cut out. When
he performed the operation peritonitis
had set in, and of course his life could
not have been saved.

NEWS FROM THE SARDONYX.

Presentation t« Capt. Meyers—Notes of the
Trip and Passengers.

The following letter has been received
from the steamer Sardonyx, bound
north, which arrived at Departnre Bay
on the 18th inst. It is from the pen of
Mr. Alexander Begg, the crofters’
friend, who is among the passengers.

Mr. Begg says:

The passengers were a mixed and va-
ried lot. They seemed te enjoy them-
sclves well. A notable character
amongst them was Mr. Wm. Smith,
who came from Kansas to Puget Sound
about ten years ago, in search of health.
He found it and returned to Kansas,
only to experience another attack of his
former illness. Returning to Puget
Sound he soon recovered, and back he
went again to Kansas. This he re-
peated five times, when he finally aban-
doned Kansas as ‘‘a bad job,” and re-
moved with his wife and family to
Clover Valley, north of the interna-
tional boundary line. He is at present
en route to Graham Island, with the
expectation of finding suitable land on
which to settle a number of farmers
from Kansas, who are anxious to leave
that State on account of the fuilure of
crops from dry summers, cyclones, hail
storms, torn , etc. Mr. Smith is
now verging on three score and ten
years, but has been. so much recuper-
ated and rejuvenated by his residence
in British Columbia, that he says he
feels quite equal to roughing it for a
couple of months on Queen Charlotte
Island.

Another party worthy of notice is
Mr. Lundberg, who is accompanied by
nine men and two women. They are
on their way to the black cod or skil
fishing station, which is situated near
Point Kuper, Inskip Channel, on the
west coast of Moresby Island. The two
ladies of the party will be the first
white women settlers on Queen Char-
lotte Islands.

Point Kuper is said to have been first
occupied -by white men in 1851, by a
party of miners who took out of the
mines in that neghborhood nearly a
quarter million dollars in gold. They
were attacked by Indians, at that time
hostile, who killed many of them and
took the rest prisoners. The prisoners
were subsequently ransomed Dby the
Hudson Bay Company, who worked
the mine out to the sea coa-t, taking
out of it about $200,000. R cently a
syndicate made an attempt to follow
the lead under the sea by means of a
tunnel from the shore, but abandoned
the attempt, finding it too costly.

The Sardonyx took in over a hundred
tons of coal at Departure Bay. This
was comparatively easy work, owing to
the convenient tramway and ‘‘chute”
along which carload after carload
poured their contents into the hold of
the steamer.

During the stay required to get the
coal aboard, and before the passengers
scattered to go ashore at other ports,
they took the opportunity of presenting
Capt. Meyers with a pair of valuable
marine signal service glasses. After a
few appropriate, complimentary re-
marks from Rev. Mr. Brown, Mrs.
Lundberg handed the binocular to the
captain and Mr. Woods read the follow-
ing address:

Mr. Thos. Earle, M. P., yesterday
afternoon received the following tele-
gram from Col. Prior, confirming THE
CoLoxist’s despatch of the morning:

 Arrangements satisfactorily con-
cluded. Merchants can order goods
now without any fear of stoppage.’

The arrangement proposed by Hon.
Mr. Bowell to facilitate the transporta-
tion of bonded freight to this port after
its arrival at Tacoma, as stated in our
Ottawa telegram of yesterday, will meet
with general approval at the hands of
importess.  The duties of the Canadian
official at Tacoma will be to break the
Canadian seal and then check all goods
in the bonded car on board the steamer.
The manifest so checked will accompany
the steanier to Victoria, where they will
be again checked over by a customs
officer into the warehouse. Everything
having been found correct, the mani-
fest ~will be signed by the
officer  and  deposited at the
custom house. Consignees will then be
able to obtain their goods by paying
freight, and without reference to the
custom house. The arrangement will
save work at the custom house, and
also to the importer, who under the
present rule of being required to furnish
a certified invoice is often seriously de-
layed in securing his goods. An in-
voice may not have been sent or may
have miscarried, and it is at the option
of the collector whether goods be surren-
dered or not. This difficulty will not
arise under the new rule. The change
was suggested some time ago by Ap-
praiser Milne to Mr. Young, the inspec-
tor, and by him represented to the de-
partment.

It is not by any means a new prin-
ciple, as both Canadian and American
authorities have their officers stationed
at various points to hasten the transit
of bonded goods from ome country to
another. Canadian officers are located
at -Chicago, - Duluth- and Minneapolis
Junction to certify to bonded cars pass-
ing to Winnipeg or to the coast, while
Awerican officers are stationed at Van-
couver and Winnipeg having similar
duties.

Agents of the railroad companies in
the city state that they have no doubt
the new rule will meet the approval of
their roads, who will pay the salaries of
the Canadian officers at Tacoma and also
at Portland.

Following is a copy of the telegram
forwarded by the president of the Van-
couver Board of Trade to Hom. Mr.
Bowell :

VaNcoUuvER, Dec. 18, 1889.
Hon. Minister of Customs, Ottawa :

At a special meeting of the Vancouver
Board of Trade held to-day, the follow-
ing resolution was unanimously carried :
That this Board respectfully urge on the
Hon. Minister of Customs the import-
ance of enforcing the Order-in-Council
respecting the carrying of Canadian
bonded goods in Canadian bottms as of
vital necessity to the best interests of
Canadian shipping, and involving as it
does the commercial progress of the
whole Province of British Colnmbia;
and this Board is able to assure the
Hon. Minister that there is sufficient
Canadian shipping available to carry all
these goods.

AUSTRIA AND BULGARIA.

Loxpox, Dec. 20. —The Novoe Vrem-
ya, of St. Petersburg, whose utterances
are regarded as authorized and as otfi-
cial expressions as applied to political
affairs, is responsible for the statement
that a secret military alliance has been
concluded between Austria and Bul-
garia, by the terms of which the latter
country is made practically an Austrian
camp.

Another of Stanley’s Letters.

Lo~pon, Dec. 20.—I1n a long letter to
Sir Francis De Winton, just published,
written at Ooala, August 3lst, Stanley
strongly objects to the tone of a batch
of newspaper clippings he had received
commenting, as he expressed it, with
little lack of common sense and disre-
gard for accuracy, upon his expedition.
He dwells at length upon the indecision
of Emin, which cost -him (Stanley) a
journcy of 130 miles to relieve Bartel-
lot’s command with his own. He justi-
fies the payment of the salary of £30 to
Tippo Tib to avert a desolating war,
and declares that if both parties
are honest in their actions, peace will be
continued indefinitely.  Stanley is
especially bitter in rebuking those in
England who had lost faith in his stead-
fastness of purpose to the extent of
creating rumors that he was marching
in the direction of Khartoum, and treats
at length of Barttelot, removing entirely
the impression that his previous letters
were reflections on the Major’s conduet.
He admits that Barttelot only needed
the qualities to be gained in no other
way than by long experience
in  Africa, to extricate himself
from his dilemma. He  highly
eulogizes the major’s high qualities. He
knew that Bartellot was of an unfor-
giving disposition and had intended to
keep in advance of himself, but necessi-
ty compelled his being left behind.
Bartellot was ignorant of the language
of the natives with him, and in whose
territory he was,” and Stanley thinks
the interpreter may have played him
false, thus occasioning a coolness which
was never healed and which led to his
death. He quotes in detail the instruc-
tions he gave Bartellot, and finally de-
nies emphatically the alleged Congo
atrocities. During the entire expedition
he asserts that he executed only four
men.
