Later
Thompson came to him and said that
he had taik.. the matter over and the
pilots had decided to give witness the |
surplus moneys. ~ The su-rpl'ps amounted
to $900 or $1,0vu a year. Witness thank-
ed Thompson and said they would have
to give him some authority. Mr. 'l‘hom[g-
son said, “You know, we are not busi-
mnessmen, . You draw up some docu-
ment.”” He then drew up the power of
attorney, which subsequently was signed
by the pilots.

He mpever heard anything about the
investment of this money. It was given
to witness as a free gift. He gave the
power of attorney to his clerk to be
signed by the pilots. His impression was
that only two of the pilots, Thompson
and another, had signed in his presence.
This was in 1895 He drew the money
under the power of attorney and put
in receipts therefor. On August 11,
1900, when Mr. Stumbles came out to
investigate, nhe had a conference with
the pilots. Witness told them he wamted
everytthing to be put in order and asked
ahem to give him their own receipts in
:the place of those he had put in for
“them under the power of attorney. One
“on  the pilots, Bucknam. hesftated for a
mminute or two before signing. There was
‘no suggestion made that there was any-
thing improper in ¢hat course. In
1900 he made a change in the method of
ssquariny accounts. He__then started pay-
ding the pilots o;\lthe 5th of each month
by cheque. in that year Mr. 'Bucknapl
took his cheque on one occasion and said
that he had sickness in the house and

Battleship 8evastopol Shows
Great Herolsm.

Entire Crews of Japanese Flo-
tilla Volunteered in Spite of
Hardships.

Tokio, Dec. 15, 4 p. m.—The partially
Successful torpedo atcack om the Sevasto-
pol was made in the face of almost in-
surmountable obstacles and writes am-
bther inspiring story of the splendid
bravery ot a number of officers. ‘Lue
&ntire crews of ‘the torpedo boat destroy-
ers and torpedo boats volunteered 1or
the attack on the only floating Hussian
battleship ‘@t Port Arthur. Facing a
driving spewstorm and ieavy seas, the
flotillas separated, and, under individual
commanders, the vessels attdcked inde-
pend; .. The decks of the destroyers
and boats were coated with ice
and the men suffered acutely from the
cold. The Russians resorted to the at-
most precautions to protect the Sevasto-

. ‘They dropped torpedo nets, which
shielded the boats of the warship, but
the Sevastopol was further protected by
& specially constructed boom of logs and
cables and heavy chains. From the sur-
face of this boom h a deep curtain
made of torpedo nets. The Japanese re-
frained from attempting to cut or jump
the , but eventually forced the
openings which the Russians had left
S0 as to allow communicaﬁm\wibh- the

At 3:30 o'clock on the morning of
December 14 (Wednesday), Commander
Otaki, leading a flotilla of torpedo boats,
and Lieut. Myamoto, leading another flo-
tilla, began am attack against  the
Sevastopol and the transports. Otaki’s
flotilla failed to accomplish its purpose
owing to a snowstorm. Myamoto’s flo-
tilla succeeded in reaching the intended
Spot by taking advantage of the fact
that the enemy’s searchlights were turn-

siow, while Myamoto’s flotilla was
searching for the enemy’s ships, one tor-
pedo boat became lost from its com-
mand. At 4 o’clock’ Lieut. Nakamuda’s
torpedo boat independently attacked a
military trans , _while another tor-
pedo boat, under. Myamoto, discharged
and exploded a torpedo against the
Sevastopol. Both returned safely  but
failed to meet the missing torpedo boat.

In speaking of
the effect of free imports, Mr.-Chamber-
lain said Irel was a_ concrete in-
stance; that couwtry was beggared be-
cause its main industry, agriculture, wias
Tuined by free imports while no other
industry was found to replace it. In
concluding, Mr. Chamberlain said, whe-
ther the Liberal party was victorious at
the mext election, which could mot come
too soon for him, the question of tariff
reform would remain a vital i€sue.

FATAL EXPLOSION ON
U. 8. BATTLESHIP

Manhole in Boilers of Massa-
chusetts Blows Out Killing
Six Men.

.

Philadelphia, Dec. 15.—Four men
were instantly killed, and two were prob-
ably fatally injured, by an explosion on
the United States battleship Massa-
chusetts at the Leaguwe Island mnavy
yard. The men were working in the

vessel, when a manhole blew out,
of the men were terribly burned and
mangled. There were half a dozen men
working in the boiler room when the ex-
plosion ocecurred.

Caught in a trap and helpless to save
themselves, the men lost their lives and
four others, including Lieutenant Wil-
liam C. Cole, were terribly scalded to-
dav by the r sh of steam and boiling
water in the fireroom of the battleship
Massachusetts, lying at the League isl-
and navy yaru.

Lieutenant Cole received his injuries
in a beroic effort to rescue the others.
The accident was caused by the giving
way of a gasket or rubber washer on a
boiler on the starboard side of the ship.
The boiler on whien the aceident oc-
curred had recently been cleaned and
thoroughiy tested, and the boilermakers

Without wamming the gasket between
the boiler plate and the boiler head gave
\way and a terrific rush of steam and hot
swater occurred. The «doors of the fire-
room were closed at the time and the
only avenue of escare was a safety lad-
der.
