ARTHUR, Ont., May 8.—A warrant was
issued by Justice Halley this morning for
the arrest of Robt. McKim, M,P.P., on a
charge of forgery, McKim has so far
evaded arrest,

Mr. McKim, it appears, has not been
trying to “‘evade arrest.,” He was in this
city yesterday, and left for Arthur on re-
ceiving a telegram to the effect that the
;above-mentioned warrant had been issued.
From inquiries made regarding the matter,
it appears that the forgery charged con-
sists in the alleged alteration of the
date of a promissory note. The note was
for $500,.and was in the nature of an ac-
~commodation by Mr. Michael Gainor, a
farmer, to Mr, McKim. Its original date,
it is alleger, was Jaly 26, 1883, and this,
it is charged, was afterwards changed
note was due
in three months, but . by rea-
son of the alteration, did not mature
until five weeks later than the original

s time. McKim failed in November, and of

course the manipulated note which should
have been paid that month was not pre-
sented until December 3. The consequenee
'was that Gainor had to meet the bank’s
demand for payment, having to mortgage
his farm to do so. Those who have seen
the note assert that the alteration is palp-
able on the surface. On holding the paper
up to the light it may be plainly seen that
the date has been written over an erasure,’
rather coarsely executed with a knife.
Another important point is that the docu-
ment was a renewal note. Its predecessor
fell due oa July 26, the date alleged to
have been altered by McKim. It was an-
nounced here last night that the member
for West Wellington was arrested imme-
diately on his arrival in Arthur.

4 PRECIOUS PAIR.

The Shabby Trick Played by a Woman on
a Toromnto Carpenter.

: carpenter, who gives his address as Reid

street, Toronto, told the police that his

,‘\V\;n:e had left him last Tuesday, after dis-

ing of all his furniture. On the morning
\bkthe same day she borrowed his gold
watch and chain. His only intimation
that she intended to leave for good was
a note left by her, stating that she had
gone to Galt. Chief Stewart noticed the
woman passing his office to-day, and
promptly arrested her. The watch and chain
were found in her possession. The furniture
has been discovered at the Grand Trunk rail-
way depot here. Burton came here from
Toronto to-day and identified his property.
It transpires that-although Burton and the
woman were living together they were not
man and wife. About a year ago, while
living in Hamilton, Burton, who was al-
ready married, became infatuated with a
woman named Maria Gallagher, also mar-
ried. Her reputation is not of the best.
She was tried here for the murder of her
child half-a-dozen years ago, but was ac-
;_q:itted. The pair went to Buffalo, where
they passed off as Mr. and Mrs. Patterson.
After being in the saloon business a while
Burton failed and returned to Toronto,
where he worked at his trade up to the
time of being discarded by his paramour.
The woman Gallagher will appear in police
court to-morrow.

BAD LEATHER MERCHANTS,

Forgeries and Rotten Estates in the Mon-
treal Trade.

Mo~NTREAL, May 8.—The leather em-
barrassments are on the increase, the
latest developments being the arrest of
Alphonse Maquan of the firm of Hamel &
Maquan, whose suspension was caused by
the failure of Cassils, Stimson & Co. Mr,
Maquan is charged with forging the name

of Mr. D{’ai:;lze, a well-known broker of
Quebec, to eral notes and of discount-
ing the same at one of the banks there.
The friends of Mr. Maquan state that his
mind has become weakened on account of
his financial troubles lately, and that he is
not accountable for his action.

Another failure is-announced caused also
by the failure of Cassels & Stimson, namely
that of Martin & Alcombrack of Bedford,
with liabilities of $50,000. They are offer-
ing fifteen cents on the dollar.

A meeting of the creditors of Cassels,
Stimson & Co. was held this afternoon, A
statement of the affairs of the firm pre-
sented show a deficit of over $200,000, the
direct liabilities being over $100,000. The
estate is considered a poor one, and in the
opinion of those competent to speak will
certainly not pay more than 15 cents on
the dollar and perhaps not as much,

THE FLORIDA'S SAVED.

STR Uclﬁ LEDGE ON OWL’S HEAD.

The Steameér City of Portland Wrecked—
The Passengers are Saved.

Rockraxp, Me., May 8.-—The steamer
City of Portland struck on Grindstone
ledge, Owl's head, at 3.15 this morning.
The steamer left Portland last night with
seventy passengers and a general cargo.
The night was clear. At day break the
pilot sighted a striped buoy on the port
bow between Sheep and’ Fisherman’s
island. In a few minutes the steamer

struck-the ledge, slid on amidships, and
stuck fast. The pumps were started at
once. Distress colors were set and the
boards cleared. The officers and crew were
cool. The passengers behaved well. The
mate landed and drove to Rockland, six
miles, for help. The steamer Rockdand
promptly answered the call and reached
the wreck at6.30. In the meantime a sloop
from Owl’s head answered the signals and
two boat-loads of women and children
were transferred to the sloop without an
accident, despite a heavy sea. The rest of
the passengers, with baggage express,
freight, ete,,; were put aboard the Rock-
Hnd and brought here. The captain of
the sloop says the'buoy was out of posi-
tion and had the steamer passed one
width on the other side she would have
been all right. The vessel was valued at
$125,000. She is rapidly breaking up.
The hull and cargo is a total loss.

= The revenue cutter Woodbury left the
wreck of the City of Portland at 6 o’clock
this afternoon. The steamer had broken
in two. All her upper works were gone
and the sea, which is increasing in vio-
lence, will soon destroy what remains of
the vessel.

THE “NOBLEMAN” WHO ELOPED
WITH MISS WHITNEY.

He Turns Out to. be an Old Bigamist
who was Sent.to Penitentiary from
Toronto, 4

Interest in the Toledo elopement was
transfered  to this city yesterday. The
family of C. J. Whitney, the well-known
theatrical manager of the Detroit circuit,
are still greatly prostrated by the elope-
ment of their daughter with the coach-
man, a so-called English nobleman in dis-
guise, named Neivielle, This s not his
name at all, and the prospects are that
before many weeks he will be serving a
term in the Ohio penitentiary for bigamy.
His right name is Charles Newbold, and
he has committed bigamy in several
places, including Toronto. Six years ago
he was sentenced for two years in the pen-
itentiary from Toronto for his favorite
offence. - Mr. Whitney got word of this,
and yesterday his son-in-law, W, C. Hume_
of Chicago, came on to Toronto to collect
evidence against his objectionable brother-
in-law. Assisted by Inspector Newhall, the
police records were searched, and New-
bold’s guilt and indentity fully established.
Mr, Hume telegraphed his good luck to
his father-in-law at Detroit.

Newbold has a remarkable history. He
is known to have been married at least
eight times. While under arrest at New-
ark, N. J., for this crime he jumped
through a window in a hotel and escaped.
The police 6f Patterson, N. J., were also
after him on still- another charge, and the
Detroit police say he has a wife or two
living in that city. When his sins are all
put together, he will find himself in a
pretty tight box. Newbold belongs to
Peterboro, and it was the intention o?Mr.
Hume to proceed to that town last night
to trace up further evidence against him,
but he found sufficient in this city to suit
his purpose. Newbold is possessed of a
peculiar faculty of ingratiating himself into
the affections of fergales. In Toronto he
was very successful in this line, He in-
variably assumed the role of an English
nobleman’s son. The public may - expect
to hear more of this polygamous young
man later on,

THE LAND OF PHARAOH.
Gen, Gordon In the Trenches at Khar-

toum—~©n to the Equator,

Loxpoxn, May 8.—The political differ-
ences between Lord Churchill and the
Marquis of Salisbury and Lord Northcote
are likely to be soon settled on a friendly
basis. At a crowded and influential meet-
ing of patriotic associations here this
ovening to protest against the abandon-
ment of Gen. Gordon the conduct of the
government was denounced as devoid of
principle and moral courage and states-
manship, and that it would bring down
indignation and reprobation of the whole
country. i

Henry Chaplin, M.P., described the
members of the government as a cowardly
caitiff crew, and offered a resolution de-
claring that the abandonment of Gordon
would dishonor the government &nd bring
discredit upon the country. Mr.Clarke,
M.P., moved that thesacrifice of m% in
Egypt was due to the want of a resolute
policy on the part of the English govern-
ment. The motions were carried unani-
mously. -~ = .

The porte has replied to the powers, det
claring adherence to the Egyptian con-
ference, provided it shall embrace the en-
tire Egyptian (uestion, and expressing a

reference that the conférence meet at
l(‘bnsta.ntinople.
EECairo, May 8,—Gen. Gordon has cut-a
trench between the palace at Khartoum
and a portion of the town inhabited by
disaffected people.

A traveler who left Khartoum twenty-
five days ago reports that Gen. Gordon
was then entrenched in official resi-
dence and was taking great precautions to
exclude from the city any persons sus-
pected of disloyalty.

A Greek arrived here from Khartoum
says there is sufficient maize there to last
eighteen months, bt the supply of meat is
exhausted. He reports that Gordon had
four men shot for treachery.

A detachment of Egyptian infantry and
cavalry will be despatched immediately to
reinforce Korosko and Dongola. The
patives there are uneasy at the weakness
of the garrisons.

General Gordon’s Course,

In Lis route to the Equator General Gor-
don will have to fight many battles
with the wild Bedouin tribes of the
Soudan. An account of the Arab meth-
ods of warfare will be interesting in this
connection. The 'Arabs, whether pure
Bedouin or th¢ ‘‘barbarized” population of
the larger towns are, from national char-
acter, physjque and conditions of life,
admirably suited for arms, and make,
under discipline, fine soldiers. As skirm-
ishers and light cavalry they have proba-
bly no superiors in Asia; and as the auxil-
iaries of a regalar force, told off to harass
communications and annoy the enemy
generally by stampeding convoys, cutting
off stragglers, keeping encampments in
perpetual alarm, and so forth, they would
be absolutely without rivals. Then in their
native country a singular monotony
of feature strikes the visitor, for in the
desert, as has beeh said, ‘‘expression of
face knows few varieties.,” Sometimes
there is a stupidly ferocious type, but as a
rule a fierce self suificiency is the prevail-
ing tone, which in old age and high posi-
tion is replaced by a very striking dignity.
Keeping the eye partially closed when

‘| abroad, partly as a defence against the

driving sand and glare, and partly also
from the constant vigilance with which
the cantious Bedouin keeps scanning the
horizon, gives to the face a sinister cast
which is accidental, while the frowning,
due to the same causes, seams the face
with premature wrinkles. But apart from
this the true Arab of the desert is ex-
actly what he looks—a fierce and hard-
living bandit.
THE BEDOUIN TRIBES,

Their tribes have no dwarfs or idiots
among them, and on the other hand no
men of extraordinary stature. In height
and weight they maintain a singularly
close average, and as for a fat Bedouin,
such a phenomenon is impossible. Nor
are old men very common, for the sword,
the first argument of the people of the
desert, is fatal to length of years and cuts
short dispute and life together. If it were
not, as with lions, that in every com-
munity the fiercest and strongest obtain
the predominance and exercise their au-
thority with impartial ferocity, and if the
terrors of hereditary blood feuds .did
not to some extent keep spears
from throats and clans from internecine
bloodshed, the nation might long ago
have dwindled into insignificance, and, in-
stead of being, as they still are, the strong-
est race within their limits, would have
become the mere jackals of solitary places.
Their conceptions of valor .are not in bar-
mony with western ideas, for the Arab,
perched up in the peaks, thinks it honor-
able ‘‘warfare” to shoot down upon unsus-
pecting travelers. He is welcomed as a
hero when heis really only ar assassin.
Arab wars are a ‘succession of skirmishes,
in which men will retreat after losing a
dozen of their number. The first charge
asa rule secures a victory, and the van-
quished fly till covered by the shades of
night. Then come cries and taunts of
women, deep oaths, wild peetry, excite-
ment and reprisals, which will probably
end in the flight of the former victor.
When peace is made both parties count up
their dead, and the usnal blood mone{ is
paid for excess on either side. Generally,
however, the fead endures till, all becom-
ing weary of it, some man, as the
sherif of Mecca, is called upon to settle
the terms of a treaty, which is nothing but
an armistice. After a few months’ peace a
glance or a word will draw blood, for these
hates are old growths, and new dissensions
easily shoot up from them.

Poricvin’s German Sympathies.

Paris, May 8.—The Figaro says Port-
evin, secretary of the French consulate at
New York, now here, charged with hav-
ing expressed sympathy with the Germans
before and during the war and since that
time, does not appear in public.
