At that time Kane replied to him, 
“Do not trouble yourself further about me, 
father. I am a Protestant, and intend to 
die one.” Until yesterday morning he never 
budged from this position, although on several 
occasions Rév. Mr. Caswell ana Governor 
Greene told him that if he desired the minis­
tration of a Catholic priest he had only to 
signify that such was his wish.

LES. Reasons for the Move.
It is interesting to look up the reasons for 

so important a movement of the factory in­
terests of the city. They are found in a de­
sire to reduce expenses and give employee! 
an opportunity of securing cheap homes foi 
themselves, so that all may benefit by th< 
advance in value of land. The importance oi 
keeping expenses
point increases as competition growi 
keener, and in ordèr to get tht 
advantage of low expenses a numbei 
of manufacturers about a year ago com­
menced figuring. Two items were chiefly 
considered—motive power and taxes. It was 
computed that if power could be got on the 
co-operative plan a saving of $90 per horse 
power per year could lie effected. 'Thus, 
with a factory that used a daily average of 
70 horse power the saving would be $1400 « 
year—a very important economy, and one 
which, cheapening production, would 
give an appreciable advantage 
competitors “on the road.” 
was a question well considered. Firms lo­
cated in the heart of the city found the tax 
bill .creeping up as the city grew. It was 
seen at once that Toronto’s progress could 
not be stopped, and that the only way to 
lessen the bill would be to locate on property 
less valuable. Then, in the event of a commun­
ity àt interests being formed to reduce ex­
penses, the question of profiting by the rise in 
land values in the locality which they might 
settle in presented itself, and it was dqffcded 
that the members would do well to purchase 
their own land and properly appropriate 
values in land which they might create.

They Pitch on “New Toronto.”
After several months inspection of differ­

ent localities about the city—east, west and . 
north—the promoters of the scheme decided 
that a tract of land in the Township oi 
Etobicoke, about a mile southwest of Mimico 
station was the most desirable location. The 
members resolved themselves into a land 
company for the purpose of purchasing % 
site, the company going under the name 
of the Mimico Real Estate Security Com­
pany. Tne capital was fixed at $500,000 and

between 500 and BOO acres of land was pur­
chased. The Grand Trunk Railway was 
informed of the project, and at once agreed 
to erect a station (to be called “New Toron- 

ur line down to the lake front 
gs for each factory. Prelimin­

ary work will be commenced after to-morrow, 
when The Ontario Government will hand over 
a charter to the company.

Draft of the improvements.
The improvements decided on are exten- 

sive. First of all the shipping facilities were 
considered, and excellent accommodation if 
to be provided. Each factory will have a 
switch at its door and the spur running down 
to the water front will connect with a har­
bor, which the company will build, and 
the wharfage accommodation will be ample to 
secure accommodation for all pleasure boats 
and excursionists as well as residents.. This 
will furnish both rail and water transport at 
no extra expense of cartage to the shippers.

Gas and water, it is expected, will be pro­
vided at once. .. .

The Lake Shore-road will be block-paved 
to the Humber, forming, when the city paves 
the road up to that point, a continuous good 
roadway from “ New Toronto” to the city.

“The Age of Reason” by Thomas Paine, for 

many years has been on the list of prohibited 
books in Canada. The customs collectors at 
Toronto, Montreal and other places have 
repeatedly refused to deliver them on the 
proffered payment of duty on the grounds of 
its being of an immoral nature. They have 
been confiscated by the Government and 
destroyed. The Canadian Secular Union 
resolved to test in the Canadian ^courts the 
right of the Government to obstruct its free 
importation. With this object in view the 
secretary imported a lot of the books. Whefi' 
they arrived here a few days ago notice was 
given the Customs Collector of the city that 
they had arrived in bond and that an attempt 
would be made to clear them, and that if 
delivery was refused, the matter would be 
fought out in the Canadian courts. The col­
lector replied that he had referred the 
matter to Ottawa and suggested delay until 
he received instructions. In a subsequent 
letter he said he would not formally decide 
the matter until the books were entered and 
examined. Entry was made immediately 
and they were passed and delivered. The 
President of the Canadian Secular Union, 
who resides in Montreal, also imported a lot, 
and they were passed without comment. 
The Government censorship of “The Age of 
Reason” is therefore raised.
