1ish visible increased 1,400,000 bushels.
Réceipts were light,the arrivals here re-
latively lighter than anywhere else.
The inspection was 112 cars, against
460 last year: About 20 per cent. con-
tract, against 90 per cent. last year.
Spring wheat movement is still very
small, only 4 cars here to-day, only 13
at Minneapolis. - Local charters were
147,000 bushels. Corn—A. failure at Bos-
ton of a grain house supposed to be
long Septemiber corn here and the li-
quidation for their account broke
prices sharply. May was steady. Pre-
dictions of frost not warranted at all
by ‘the official predictions, had some-
thing to do with the steadiness of the
new crop futures. There was a good
cash enquiry and spot was 3-4 cent pre-
mium over September, but the busi-
ness was not so large. Shippers said it
was because the cash corn was not
easy to obtain. The export business at
the seaboard was not nearly as large
as yesterday, possibly for the same
reason. Provisions fairly active and
both September lard and ribs showed
considerable strength, while pork lag-
ged behind. There was a demand for
cagh lard from New York and the con-
tinent, which firmed the whole market
and drove in several local shorts in
both ribs and lard. The longs were
sellers of near futures and packers sold
January pork and ribs quite freely.
This is a natural reaction after so
sharp a decline. We do not look fr
much further advance, because of will-
ingness’ of the leading holders to sell
whenever opportunity offers.
