NO TRACE OF MAN.

Mr. Schoen was ill when he left for 
Toronto and it was at first thought he 

I had been taken seriously ill on the 
way. Careful Inquiries among the 
trainmen made it clear that no one was 
taken off that train Ill. Mr. Wilson has 
communicated with every place in To­
ronto. Hamilton and other cities where 
it is known that Mr. Schoen has friends, 
but no one has seen him apparently.

Everything is in readiness for the 
opening of the mission as soon as Mr. 
Schoen returns.

He. planned to get some texts printed 
in Yiddish for the mission hall, which 
is located over Wray’s jewelry store, on 
Dundas street. When leaving the city 
he told his landlady to hold his room, 
for he would return within one week at 
the latest. His room was paid up to 
that time. The landlady is still holding 
the room, as she firmly believes he will 
return unless he has met with foul 
Play.

At 12.55 a. m. another message from 
the West Hartland said: "No use send­
ing Adelaide. Boats from West Hart­
land looking for survivors."

A third message said all passengers 
succeeded in escaping In lifeboats and 
had been picked up by the West Hart­
land.

PARIS. April 1.—(Associated Press 
Cable.)—Warning was given Hungary 
to-day by the allies that the restora­
tion of the Hapsburg dynasty would en­
tail disastrous consequences for the 
Hungarian nation.

This warning, issued through the 
council of ambassadors, constituted a 
virtual ultimatum from the chief allied 
powers, including Great Britain. France, 
Italy and their lesser associates. It 
was given additional point by the fact 
that it was communicated officially to 
the allied states by which Hungary is 
surrounded — Czech-Slovakia. Jugo­
slavia. Roumenia and Poland, at least 
the first three ot which, comprising the 
"little entente," have declared them­
selves ready to take military action 
against the Hapsburg restoration.

Meanwhile advices reaching Paris 
through official and other reliable chan­
nels gave no confirmation of the rumors 
that ex-Emperor Charles was march­
ing upon. Budapest at the head of a 
large body of troops to replace himself 
upon the throne.
QUIET AT BUDAPEST

Official advices to the French foreign 
office emphasized that Charles was 
still at Steinamanger. near the Austrian 
frontier, that negotiations were in prog­
ress for his removal from Hungary, 
presumably back to Switzerland, 
through Austria, and that quiet pre­
vailed at Budapest, the Hungarian capi­
tal.

AGED TURK GENERALS 
GOING TO FRONT AS 

PRIVATES TO FIGHT

CONSTANTINOPLE, March 31—The 
Turkish newspapers to-day in big head­
lines address thanks to Allah for the 
victory of the Turks over the Greeks 
at Eski Shehr, in Asia Minor. The fate 
of the city would appear to be in the 
balance, according to the reports.

Anatolia is being Illuminated nightly 
with oil bonfires and electric lights on 
the hills. The wildest enthusiasm is 
said to prevail. Marshal Izzet Pasha 
and dozens of aged Turkish generals 
are going to the front as privates.

By Successes For Aggressors.

CONSTANTINOPLE. April il.—Recap­
ture of Eski-Shehr by the Greeks who 
were driven out of that city toy a Turk­
ish counterattack, is believed to be 
certain, in view of the superiority of 
the Greeks in artillery. The Turkish 
Nationalists appear to be creating two 
army corps, one for the defense of An­
gora and one operating in the direction 
of Konta.
FIGHTING SPREADS.

ATHENS, April 1.—Fighting between 
the Greeks and the Turkish National­
ists has spread along the line In Asia- 
Minor until the northern end' of the ac­
tive zone is within 30 miles of Ismld. 
An official statement issued here tells 
of the eleventh division of the Greek 
army occupying the northern entrance 
of Geiveh Pass, south of Adatoazar, and 
pushing forward into the defile more 
than six miles. Severe fighting occurr­
ed during this operation.

NEW CUSTOMS ZONE- 
ARRANGED ON RHINE

PARIS, April 1.—Establishment of the 
new customs zone along the Rhine was 
on the agenda of the council of am­
bassadors, which met here to-day. 
There is reason to believe, says The 
Echo de Paris, that the British Govern­
ment will make objections only to de­
tails of the plan concerning the recruit­
ing of the customhouse personnel and 
the proposed tariffs, which was recent­
ly submitted by M. Tirard, president of 
the Rhineland commission.

Mr. Engleliart, who has been in poor 
health for some time, has long been In 

j public life. Born in Cleveland, Ohio, in 
1847, Mr. Engleliart was in commercial 
life In the United States for a number 
of years. Since 1866 he has been at 
the'head of the firm of J. L. Engleliart

peers in the petroleum industry in 
Western Ontario and became second 
vice-president of the Imperial Oil Com­
pany in 1881, and is also connected with 
various financial corporations in On 
tario.

LONDON, April 1—All work ceased in 
the coal mines of the United Kingdom 
at midnight, with the exception of a 
very few districts, and approximately 
1,200,000 miners were idle to-day as a 
result of the controversy over the wage 
Issue. In only two collieries in York­
shire, one in Northumberland, one in 
Scotland one one In North Wales, the 
men have promised to continue at their 
posts without prejudice to any terms 
that may be agreed upon, but all other 
pit workers. Including mechanics, pump­
men. ventilating men and pony men, 
came out with the miners.

Danger that the mines may be flooded 
threatens and many may be Irretriev­
ably ruined from the Inrush of water.

Yorkshire 
pumpmen have decided to remain at 
work and hope was expressed to-day 
that others would lollow their example. 
UNITED STATES BENEFITS.

The first effect of the strike has been 
the placing of orders with United States 
coal merchants. Advices from New York 
state tha* -_^goa of orders from Euro­
pean countries which normally have 
formed the British market has been re­
ceived there and, although the coun­
try's stock of coal is estimated at 
1,000,000 tons, the price of household 
fuel already has risen two shillings per 
ton.

London and other urban centers are 
believed to have several weeks' supply 
on hand owing to the fact that export of 
coal has been completely stopped by 
the Board of Trade, except In cases 
where special permits have been issued. 
THE GREATER DANGER,

Apprehension is felt that the National 
Union of Rallwaymen and the Transport 
Workers' Union, partners with the 
miners in the labor dispute, may be 
tempted to strike in sympathy with-,the 
coal diggers. In such an event the na­
tion would be confronted by a crisis of- 
unprecedented gravity. One of me 
largest wards in London took precau­
tionary steps yesterday and formed a 
company of special police to protect 
property. Orders were issued last night 
of employees of various Government de­
partments to “stand by” to report for 
transport duty. If necessary.

Doctors Who Performed the 

Hastings Autopsy .Testify.
DUBLIN, April 1'.—(Special to The 

Free Press.)—At the adjourned Inquest 
here to-day into the circumstances sur­
rounding the death of Daniel Hastings, 
whose widow “confessed" she poisoned 
him with strychnine tablets, the doctors 
who performed the post-mortem ex­
amination stated that they were unable 
to find any signs of strychnine poison­
ing effects. The inquiry was adjourned 
until the report from the provincial 
analyst on the contents of the de­
ceased's stomach could be obtained,

Drs. Murray and Smith testified that 
while they discovered no signs of poi­
soning. they found congestion of the 
lungs indicated, and said this condition 
seemed to be chronic with Mr. Hastings. 
Dr. Murray also said 15 ordinary strych­
nine tablets would be required to cause 
death, whereas only two were given, 
according to Mirs. Hastings. Mrs. Hast­
ings did not appear to-day.

Neighbors said Hastings seemed 
die an easy, peaceful death.

AFFECTS CERTAIN FORMS

Individuals Must File By End of 
April.

Beginning to-day the local federal in­
come tax department ie imposing a 
penalty of $10 a day on those who failed 
to have their returns of information in 
the headquarters office by closing time 
yesterday. This penalty continues every 
day until the returns are filed, It was 
announced.

In add'tlon the defaulters are liable 
to a much more severe penalty. A list 
of those who failed to file the informa­
tion returns is being made out. These 
persons will be notified of -their de­
linquency and then, if the default con­
tinues, the responsible persons will be 
liable to a penalty of $100 each day.

So far as can be determined the In­
formation returns have been filed in the 
majority of cases, but there are still 
many In the London district who arc 
behind. If the envelopes In which the 
returns are mailed bear yesterday’s 
postmark they will be accepted by the 
department.
A NEW DEPARTURE.

Notifying delinquent parties from the 
district offices is a new departure. In 
previous years this used to be done from 
the Ottawa offices. The change. It was 
thought, would expedite matters to a 
considerable extent.

The returns which should have been 
In by yesterday comprise the following: 
Trustees, executors. administrators, 
agents and assignees. These use Form 
T.3.; employers making a return of the 
names and amounts paid to al) direc­
tors, officials, agents or other employees. 
These use Form T.4.; corporation and 
joint stock companies making a return 
of all dividends and bonuses paid to 
shareholders and members d-iring 1920. 
These use Form T.5.

Individuals comprising partnership 
must file returns In their individual 
capacity on Form T.l or Form T.la, and 
must have them in the tax office not 
later than April 30, 1921.

It was stated to-day that the instruc­
tion books on how the individual is to 
fill in hie papers will toe issued by Ot­
tawa in the course of a few days. When 
they are ready announcement will be 
made.
