DwerLrLixe House DestroYED BY FIRE
—The dwelling, formerly the residence of

Historic Louisburg.

The fishing business having been very
dull at the historic port of Louishurg this
autumn, an industrious man named %’hi!ip
Price turned his attention to digging bricks,
freestone, etc., out of the old ruifs.

CONFISCATED FOR VIOLATING THE FISHERY
TREATY or 1818,

In the admiralty court yesterddy Chief
Justice McDonald delivered judgment in
the case of the American fishing schooner
David J. Adams. His lordship confiscated
the vessel to the crown. is was the
first poacher captured after the abrogation
of the treaty of Washington. She put into
I)igby basin, hid her name undet canvas
and purchased a quantity of bait. The
schooner Lansdowne was telegraphed for
by Collector Viets and happened along just
as the Adams was making hor way out of
Dighy Gut. She was promptly captured
and placed in the udmfralt‘y court. Her
defence was undertaken by the United
States government, and a test case was
made of it. Consul General Phelan took
a great deéal of intersst in this case. The
prosecution was conducted by Graham
and Bordea. When the purchase of bait
was fully proven the defence made
the point that the words of the statute
‘¢ fishing or preparing to fish ” meant that
a vessel must not fish or prepare to fish in-
side the limit, but that when in British
waters she might *‘ prepare to fish ” outside
the limit. - Chief Justice McDonald elab-
orately reviewed the treaty and statute,
the facts connected with the seizure: and
the arguments of counsel, and sustained
the position taken by the coungel for the
Canadian government in every particular.
In reference to the ‘‘preparing to fish”
arguments of the defence, the judge held
that the whole intent of the treaty and
statute was to prevent Americans making
the C"Rdhjn coast a buehior hthoir fisher-
ies. = The judgement, though a

one, has no im t bearing on the y
ery question. The

Stanley’s chief patron, Sir William
Mackinnon, is the president of the com-
pauy, and his financial investment for the
relief of Emin will prove a remunerative
one if the explorer by diplomatic negotia-
tions has contrived to enlarge the juris-
diction of the directors, and to open trade
routes inland to the borders of Emin’s pro-
vince. This would be a distinct gain for
African civilization, and it is hoped that
Stanley has succeeded in promoting the
material interests of the company. Other-
wise, his costly expedition has been a mis-
calculated failure from beginning to end.
Emin, when found, was not in need of re-
enforcements and relief, and the shattered
column that emerged on the shores of the
Albert Nyunzs from the uninhabitable wil-
derness was not in position to help him.
The rescuers themselves were in the worst
possible plight, and have only been enabled
to return to the coast by Emin’s he;rt{'oo-
m&ioﬂ and organized aid.—New York
ne.
