The government has been urgel
from many quarters to accelerate the
flow of people here and recogntke the
necessity of increased population and
tnereased production. The agents of
the Immigration Department abroad,
and even in the United States, report
that they could get thousands of
people willing to come he re if they
nhad the means—Dbut unlegs the coun-
try {8 willing to authorize the expend-
iture of very large sums the outlook
for any great influx is not bright.
