The Northermoft of
them, where we firft anchored, I called the D.
of Grafton's Iffe, @s foon as we larided onit: ha.
ving married my'Wife out of his Dutchefs’s Famii.
ly, and leaving her at Arlington houfe, at nry going-
aboard. This Ifle is about 4 leagues long, and one
league and a.half wide, ftrecching North and
South. The other grear Ifle our Seamen called
the Duke of Mommautbs Ifland. This is about a
league to the Southward of Graftes Ifle. It is about
3 leagues long, and a league wide, lying as che
other. Beeween Mommouth and the South end of
Orange 1fland, there are two fmall Iflands of a
roundith form, lying Eaft and Weft. The Eafter-
moft Ifland of the two , our men unani-
moufly called Bafhee Ifland, from a Liquot which
we drank there plentifully every day, after we
came to an anchor at it. The other which is the
{malleft of all, we called Gas Ifland, from the
great number of Goats there: and to the North-
ward of them all, are two high Rocks. .
Orenge Hland,which is the biggeft of them all, is
not inhabited. 1t is high Land, flat, and even on
the top, with fteep cliffs againft the Sea: forwhich
reafon we could not go afhore there, as we.dd

on all the reft. ¢
I have made it my general obfervation, tha
where the Land.is fenced with fteep Rocls and
Cliffs againft the Sea, there the Sea is very deep,
and feldom affords anchor ground; and on the
other fide where the Land zﬂs away with a de-
ivity into the Sea, (altho she Land be exsraordi-
mary high within, yet) fbere are éommonly .good
foundings, and confequenty anchoring ; and =
the vifible declivity of the Land appears near, or
at the edge of the Water, whether pretty fteep,
or more {loping, fo we commealy find our anchor
ground
